Specifically, this course is designed to provide the basic foundation in
acoustics that is needed to understand the speech and hearing processes and the disorders of those processes.
It is a prerequisite for 003:113, Introduction to Hearing Science, as well as a prerequisite or corequisite for
003:112, Anatomy and Physiology of Speech Production.
