Area Man's Plan to Write and Not Send Angry Email Fails When He Accidentally Hits Send Button

Los Angeles, CA --Area resident Thomas Mankowski's plan to write and not send an angry email failed Friday night when he accidentally hit the send button on his email program out of habit.  The email was Mankowski's immediate reaction to a quarrel with his girlfriend, Allison Datmer, 27, on Friday afternoon.  


"I had planned to write an angry email to vent my feelings, but not send it," explained Mankowski, 29.  "People told me that was a good technique.  That all went up in flames when I forgot what I was doing, and hit the send button.”  

“And once you send it, there’s no getting it back," Mankowski added.

Among the withering contents of the email that Mankowski released were comparisons of Allison to various inventive chimeras, such as a "foaming-at-the mouth squirrel and cobra rolled into one" and a "vituperative snake-creature in human form."


"I was just really letting go, you know?" Mankowski said.  "That was kind of the purpose of the exercise."


The email lambasted Allison for being petty and claimed that he never wanted to see her "ugly, ugly face" again.  It further disparaged her physical shortcomings, from her irregular facial beauty mark to the increase of cellulite that he had recently noticed around her hips.


The vibrant descriptions in the email definitely made Mankowski feel like he won the argument.


Notwithstanding the care and attention that went into the email, including the 

consultation of a thesaurus to get just the right formulation in certain passages, Mankowski immediately regretted sending it.  


"'Oh, shit' was my first reaction," Mankowski said.


Mankowsi predicts that Allison will probably freak out upon receipt of the email.  In an attempt to avoid responsibility for his actions, he plans to either feign ignorance of the whole event, claim that his friend sent it, or swear that it must have been a virus that infected his computer and composed and sent the angry email using a contact randomly selected from his address book.  But he acknowledged that Allison probably wouldn't believe any of those excuses.   


Mankowski admitted that at least some good came of the exercise.  


"I probably never would have had the courage to send her anything like that otherwise," Mankowski remarked.  "Plus, when she sees the words I threw in from the thesaurus, she'll probably think I'm smarter than I actually am.
