Lesson Number and Title:  #1 Stars & Stripes
Context
· The focus of the lesson will be United States landmarks, and more specifically Mount Rushmore, the Liberty Bell, the Statue of Liberty, the Alamo, the White House, and the American flag.

Procedures
· Students will be introduced to the landmarks using a movie that provides pictures and information on the various landmarks.
· Students will explore the history and importance of the American flag through a virtual field trip that guides students through the lesson.

· Students will be able to choose their two favorite landmarks and further explore as well as color them.

· Students will review using Bingo, the teacher will read a clue/information on a topic, and if the students knows the answer and it is on their Bingo card, they will be able to cover it.

Assessment Plan

· Students will be assessed using a PowerPoint presentation that simulates the Hollywood Squares game. Pictures will be on a majority of the slides and will help students answer questions. Questions cover the majority of the landmarks discussed in class, in the movie, as well as the virtual field trip.
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
