100 DAYS OF  INDONESIA UNITED CABINET IN POWER

As a response to the   demands and expectations of the public for   the new government to make  a change for the better  as well as  find solution to various problems that affect the nation,   the  100 days agenda for the Indonesia United cabinet was drawn with the guidance of the President of Indonesia Susilo Bambang Yudoyono, which was clearly  reiterated during the preliminary session of the Indonesia united cabinet  on 22 October 2004.

2. Realize a  just and democratic Indonesia  with the following programs given priority in first 100 days

a. Strengthening the attorney general’s  office(institution)

b. Handling Cases of corruption

c. Continuing with bureaucratic reforms

3. Realize an Indonesia that is has better social/economic welfare by giving priority to the following  programs in the first 100 days

a. Improving the investment climate

b. Maintain  macroeconomic stability 

c. Increasing the welfare of the public and  mitigating poverty

What is most obvious of all the programs that have been launched /embarked upon by the government, is the boldness shown by the Indonesia anti corruption commission  to arrest and detain Abdullah Puteh ( Aceh province governor) being accused of corruption. This is despite the fact that the corruption case involving Abdulah Puteh pales into insignificance if compared with other suspects who have already vanished abroad without trace.
