The program got underway in 1980 and currently has lecturers holding doctorates obtained abroad.

The program draws interest from members of the academia, practitioners, bureaucrats, professionals, NGO activists, spread in Indonesia and in foreign countries. 

The vision of this program is to produce   good quality Master in government administration;  who are religious, with strong nationalism, equipped with relevant expertise and broad and comprehensive knowledge, as well as possessing high capability in conducting research and promoting the development of government administration.

Specification of the program

The Masters program in Government/public administration is under the social sciences studies, requires four semesters to complete, which involve carrying out   course work and the writing of a thesis. The 1-3 semesters are for the course work, while the 4-5 semesters are for writing the thesis. A minimum of f 45 credit hours must be accomplished by the prospective student, which is divided into 36 credit hours for theory and 9 credit hours for the thesis.

3. Public management

By  the middle of 2003, the government administration  studies program has produced  289  master holders, who consist of 269 students from Indonesia, and 21 from abroad. The average duration of study is 4 semesters.
