1. What I have not done is the ASP project of my sub-mentor. Details are still sketchy, but it is big. Details will follow this week.
3. We were supposed to have another project given to us by our mentors in PLDT. But, during Friday’s meeting, one of the “head-honchos” overrode all the mentors’ powers and gave us a big project wherein all the Student Campers under him will work on. It’s a very big project, I can’t really divulge details, all I can say is that, it’s not something entrusted to OJT-s. To further details, we, the IS/IT Campers will make the support/process structures/applications for the SALES and Marketing Campers. It is a big project. We even get “bonuses” if we get this right. I’m guessing that the planning stage will be done this week, including the initial assessments on what would be needed from us.
