Definitions:

Adultery: When married persons enter into sexual union with someone other than their spouse.

Marriage: 

“The matrimonial covenant, by which a man and a woman establish between themselves a partnership of the whole of life, is by its nature ordered toward the good of the spouses and the procreation and education of offspring; this covenant between baptized persons has been raised by Christ the Lord to the dignity of a sacrament.”

“The Catholic Church teaches that marriage is a covenant relationship in which a man and woman establish between themselves a partnership of love and life. It is ordered toward the well-being of the spouses and to the procreation and education of children.”
Stand of the Church:

Adultery is a serious sin because


Gravely injures the life and character of the individuals involved, and the community.

Commitments are broken, suspicion and anger aroused, personal trust betrayed, relationships destroyed, children threatened and the whole social fabric of the community weakened

The Stand of the church rises from the commitment of the Church in protecting the community, especially the family
Clarification:

“You have heard that it was said, ‘You shall not commit adultery.’ But I say to you that everyone who looks at a woman with lust has already committed adultery with her in his heart.”
The Stand of the Church on Divorce and Annulment:

Definition:

Annulment: “A declaration of nullity is a judgment by the Church that what seemed to be a marriage never was in fact a true marriage. A declaration of nullity is granted when it can be clearly proven that at least one of the elements seen as essential for a binding marriage was not present in a particular relationship from the beginning.”

Divorce: “The legal dissolution of marriage, or to split up; but a ‘marriage’ still happened.”

Stand:

Divorce is absolutely disallowed by the Church, any affairs committed after a “divorce” is considered “adulterous” by the Church.

Annulment is considered for very rare occasions. Marriage after annulment is ok because there was no marriage to begin with.
