In the two years since graduating with a joint degree in Broadcasting and Creative Writing Adam Uhrnowsky, 26, has moved from a “depressing” internship at a local news station to working with his favorite “The Late Show with David Letterman.” 


His internship was with the news division of WCBS in New York. He is also in charge of tickets for groups, charities and special events like last year’s “4 am show” and spent a full month arranging for a show centered on Schoharie, a small town in upstate New York.
“Of course, we still manage to chase each other down the halls in Nerf dart gun fights,” he said.

In 2003, CBS paid for his trip to see the Emmys in person in Los Angeles and attend the Christmas party for HBO’s “Sex and the City.” He also gets to watch the guest bands rehearse, and has also had bit parts in various comedy bits for the show like “How many Pirates Can You fit in a Coffee Shop?”  But, there is a downside to working with “The Late Show.”
“My girlfriend was originally psyched,” Uhrynowsky said. “And now she’s just sick of all the Late Show T-shirts I keep unloading on her.”
As an undergrad, he worked with campus radio station WVUM on a music\comedy show called “The Naked Lunch” and taped a fake news show with comedy bits similar to “The Daily Show” as a final for CBR 320.
