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Lesson Segment No. 1 - Voice

Objective:  To teach children to sing the Teddy Bear song.  This is a very short and simple song, easy to learn, that has lyrics providing a reactive role for the kids.

Materials:  Guitar (optional), Teddy Bear

Previous experience:  None

Procedures:

1. Teach the melody and lyrics to the kids, one line at a time.

2. Demonstrate obvious physical reaction to lyrics.

3. Sing through song.

Indicators of success:  Students will be able to sing through the entire song and react appropriately to the lyrics.

Follow-up:  Since the song is destined to be a favorite for the little ones, offer it and other spontaneous singing sessions as a reward for doing something right.  Singing is great fun.

Summary:  Lesson went well.  Didn’t get to really do it with the munchkins like I’d hoped, but that’s ok.  My classmates are almost as good.  And they probably wouldn’t soil themselves over a teddy bear.
