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Lesson Segment No. 6
Objective:  To teach students the French Canadian folk song, “Alouette.”

Materials:  Sheets with French lyrics and translations, guitar.

Previous experience:  Singing in groups.

Procedures:  Pass out lyric sheets.  Teach children the lyrics and pronunciation using the sheets and rote learning.  Teach the melody and lyrics one verse at a time by rote.  Go over the song structure.  Sing entire song with guitar.

Indicators of success:  Students will successfully sing through the song with correct pitches and French pronunciation.

Follow up:  In the same manner, teach students a variety of folk songs from different cultures in different languages.

Summary:  Lesson Segment went well.  I suppose I can work on being more animated when leading a song.  Must look into songs that are more meaningful.  Singing in a different language is probably far less engaging than singing in your own language.
