Medieval Life Project Requirements
Choose one of the following four projects:

Explore medieval sites on the Internet using the links from our “Medieval Life” webpage.  Your task is to make a poster advertising three of the sites.  Each site’s advertisement must include the following: 
·  a title naming or describing the site

·  the URL

·  at least one attached printout from the site

·  at least one paragraph or a list detailing the contents of the site

·  at least one paragraph giving your personal opinion of the site (i.e., Did you learn anything?  Was the site interesting?  Why or why not?  Could you add or delete anything from the site to improve it?)
You will graded on the inclusion and quality of the above.  In addition, you will be graded on neatness, use of color, and creativity!

Draw part of (or for those of you who are ambitious) the outside of a medieval castle.  You will be graded on neatness, accuracy, attention to detail, and use of class elements (i.e., 3-dimensional details).

Create and cut out a medieval shield on posterboard.  Blazonry and elements of heraldry are expected.  See Ms. Miller for handouts and/or use the links provided on the classroom Medieval Life webpage.
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Completely color a medieval illuminated letter.  Cut out and attach to supplied paper.  Write your name (medieval name or American name) using the gothic calligraphy classroom handouts.  Neatness, spacing (of letters and of the three guide lines – see classroom samples) and no-slanting are how I will determine your grade.
