Day 2 Lesson Plan

Topic: Non-Standard Units of Measurement

Grade: 2nd
Instructional Goal: 


When measuring there are different units that can be used.  There are standard units of measurement and non-standard units of measurement.  When measuring different objects without a ruler the unit must be consistent. 

Objectives: TSWBAT:

1. Measure objects in the classroom and around the school without a ruler.

2. Explain the pros and cons of using a non-standard unit of measurement.

3. Compare non-standard units of measurement to standard units of measurement.

Materials:

· “Inch by Inch”  by Leo Lionni

· String cut at a variety of different lengths

· Gummy worms

· pencil

· journals 

· planted amaryllis 

Introduction:


Read “Inch by Inch” by Leo Lionni and discuss the book. 

Procedure:

1. Read “Inch by Inch” by Leo Lionni 

2. Discuss the book.

3. Pass out strings to students and let them group themselves according to string length. 

4. Explain that we will be using gummy worms to measure different things around the classroom/school. 

5. Pass out gummy worms and a list of items to measure. 

6. Allow students time to measure different objects and record on paper to record in computer journals. 

7. Come back together as a class and share findings on the board.

8. As a class discuss the pros and cons of measuring with a non-standard unit of measurement.

9. Take turns throughout lesson to record daily data in computer journals.

10. Measure the amaryllis and record as a class in excel document.

11.  Come back together as a class to close

Closure:


Review pros and cons and introduce the idea of a standard unit of measurement.  Explain what type of standard unit that we will be studying the next day.

Evaluation: 

· Observation of the answers to the questions and the accuracy to measuring different objects.

· Ability to group themselves according to string length. 

· Observation of the student’s behavior while measuring objects and during center time.
