Day 1 Lesson Plan

Topic: Introduction of Unit (Measurement)

Grade: 2nd
Instructional Goal: 

Children will have an overall understanding of the importance of measurement.  Measurement is used everyday in life from measuring weight, lengths, and capacity.  There are non-standard forms of measurement and standard forms of measurement.

Objectives: TSWBAT:

1. Explain the purpose of measurement.

2. Recognize that there are different types of measurement.

Materials:

· “Jim and the Beanstalk” by Raymond Briggs

· 13 measuring tapes

· paper

· pencil

· Overhead projector 

· Transparency

· Transparency Marker

· journal on computer

· dirt

· pot

· amaryllis bulb

Introduction:


Read “Jim and the Beanstalk” by Raymond Briggs.  Discuss book and plant amaryllis bulb and watch it grow. 

Procedure:

1. Read “Jim and the Beanstalk” by Raymond Briggs

2. Discuss the book.

3. Tell students that we will be studying different types of measuring techniques for the next week.

4. Plant flower to measure as it grows throughout the unit and record information together in an excel document.

5. Explain that each student will have a computer journal and explain that they will record the growth of the flower along with the different things that they will measure throughout the unit.

6. Their computer journals will be saved as a word document in the classroom folder with under their names.  

7. Explain that they need to double click on the measurement icon and then double click their names and it will take them to their journal.

(The teacher will need to set up a shortcut to the folder that has the journal saved for every student.)

8. Discuss the importance of clicking the disk at the top of the page to save after recording data every time.

9. Briefly discuss the importance of measurement.

10. Pass out measuring tapes.

11. Children will partner up and measure their heads and arms with a tape measurer and compare with one another.

12. Introduce brainstorming web on transparency.

13. Have students tell what they know about measurement.

14. Write answers on the web that will be referred to at the end of the unit.

Closure:


Tell the students that we will return to this webs at the end of the unit to see what they have learned.  

Evaluation: 

· Observation of the answers to the questions and the student’s guesses.  

· Observation of the student’s behavior.
