( The slaves had no incentive, slaves were not skilled workers, they had poor diet from the masters, lack of protein, vitamin, and minerals, not taken good care of)

( The slaves had no incentive to improve technology, free labor economy helps technology b/c workers wants to save time, division of labor cannot be developed with the slavery system.

3. The slaves were incapable of doing other jobs, the example used was inefficiency in industries, 

B/c slaves were so incapable of other jobs that the south market would not able to branch out to other products

 Slaves were incapable of using the tools right, they needed to pay the overseers money, just to watch over the slaves to work and they cost a lot, the slaves also broke the tools easily
