Long Line Crochet Cardigan

Size 1 to fit 36-38 inch (approximately)

Size 2 to fit 40-42 inch (approximately)

400gm cone Denys Brunton Designer Yarn 100% Acrylic (Equivalent to a loosely spun 4 ply yarn)

Crochet Hooks Sizes 9 and 11

U.S.A Crochet hooks Sizes. This can be misleading as I have two charts both different. I have worked before as U.K.  9 = I and an 11 is two sizes smaller. I suggest working a tension square to be sure.



Abbrev. Ch. Chain, tr. treble, Rep. Repeat, dc. double crochet, ss. slipstitch, hf.tr. half treble 

Fan – 2tr.2ch.2tr

Pattern Block – One fan, 1tr. 

BACK

Using no.9 crochet hook.

Work loose chain 123 [147] loops

Foundation Row.

2tr. 2ch. 2tr. in 6th chain from hook, * miss 2ch. 1tr. into next ch. Miss 2 ch. 2 tr.

2ch. 2tr. Into next ch. Rep. from * until a total of 20 [24] pattern blocks have been worked, miss 2 ch. 1 tr. in last ch. Turn with 3 ch.

Next Row.

One fan into 2 ch. Space of previous row, 1 tr. into single tr. of previous row, Rep. to end working last single tr. into 3rd. ch. of turning ch., 3 ch. to turn.

Continue working until a total of 60 rows in all have been worked.

The length can be adjusted at this point.

Fasten off.

FRONTS

I have just put ‘fronts’ to make this universal for left and right-handed workers. Being left-handed I know all to well that when following written direction in crochet that the right front ends up as the left front.

Make a chain of 39 [45] (or longer)

Work 8 rows in the same way as the back, but there will only be 6 [7] pattern blocks.

Start Neck shaping.

Next row – Work one complete pattern block in the top of the first tr. in the previous row, continue to the end of the row in pattern. This has increased the row to 7 [8] pattern blocks.

Next row – Work in pattern

Repeat the last 2 rows once. 8 [9] pattern blocks. Turn with 15 chain.

Work one fan in the 6th ch. from the hook; miss 2 ch., 1 tr. in next ch., miss 2 ch., one fan in the next ch., miss 2 ch., one tr. on top of tr. from previous row. Continue row in pattern. The work has now been increased to 10 [11] pattern blocks.

Continue until a total length of 60 rows in all has been worked.

The length can be adjusted at this point.

Work the second front reversing all shaping.

SLEEVES

For both sizes.

Join at shoulders either by stitching or crochet.

Join yarn 20 patts down from shoulder seam and work 3 dc along the edge per pattern row working up towards the shoulder. Continue past the shoulder seam down to 20th pattern row below the shoulder seam. Turn with 3 ch. Now continue in pattern. (20 pattern blocks should work in the first row)

Continue in pattern until 4 rows have been worked.

5th row. Ss to the centre of the first fan, 3ch., 1 tr. in centre space, continue in patt. To the last fan,  work 2 tr. in the centre, turn.

6th row. Ss to the first single tr., 3ch., continue in pattern working to last fan, work one tr. on top of single tr., 3ch., turn. There are now 18 pattern blocks.

Continue repeating these six rows gradually decreasing down to 10 pattern blocks.

Continue on these 10 blocks until sleeve is the required length. (Approximately 38 – 40 rows in total.

Sew or crochet sleeve and side seams together. Decide here about side vents. Leave open the desired length of seam. With right side facing work one row of dc around the vent.

YOKE

Pick up and work 45 dc. around the left side of the neck turning with 2 ch.

Work one half treble into each dc to the end turning with 2 ch. Continue in half treble until 6 rows have been worked.

Work right side to match.

Join the remainder of the shoulder seam.

Using No 11 crochet hook starting at the bottom of the front edge with the right side facing, Work in pattern blocks evenly spaced up the front, around the neck and down the other side.

The yoke may be decorated with beads, embroidery, small pom-poms or crochet motifs.

Fasten with ties or buttons and loops as desired.

I chose to use buttons, Just 5 to be placed approximately to the halfway point down the front. Make 5 loops for the buttons. The buttons themselves are hand made porcelain ones. They are too fragile for the washing machine. As the fabric is acrylic hand washing would be preferable. On the finished article I have put pom-poms down the sleeve seams just for fun!

PRESSING

Lightly steam holding the iron one cm. above the fabric so as not to flatten. Pay particular attention to the neckline. The steaming will gently ease the fabric into shape. As in many crochet garments the sleeve seams are slightly scalloped. Instead of disguising this, enhance this instead. This then makes an attractive feature. Small pom-poms or even crochet bell like tubes (like the Abelia flower) may be made and added at the decrease points down the sleeves for added decoration.

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	Here is a picture showing the addition of small pom-poms down the sleeve seams at the point of the increases.

Smaller pom-poms could be added to decorate the yoke. Other decoration could be crochet flowers and/or leaf motifs, surface crochet, tatting embroidery, ribbon or viscose knitting ribbons woven through.
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
