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WAISTCOAT – AUTUMN LEAVES©

Machine Used. Brother KH891 with Knit-Leader. 

BSK Shetland 4 ply Autumn Mix for main yarn.

Forsell’s Pure Wool 4 ply Cinnamon for lining and contrast.

Forsell’s Pure Wool 4 ply Rust for additional décor colour only.

Main Garment.
Tension swatch 40 stitches by 60 rows for knit-leader knitted on tension no.6. Swatch rested, steamed and then rested again.

Measurement – 60 rows =13.5cm x 40 stitches = 14.0cm.

Tension 6

To fit size Medium – 91cm – 96cm 

Working instructions based on using Knit-Leader

BACK

Cast on using e wrap method 116 stitches in main yarn

Increase one stitch at the end of the next three rows then one stitch at each end on the next alternate row (repeat this sequence until there are 144 stitches.) 

Then increase one stitch at each end of every alternate row until there are 152 stitches. 

Then every third row until there is 158 stitches

Then every fourth row until there is 162 stitches.

Continue straight until row counter reaches 172 rows.

Shape armholes by casting off 10 stitches at the beginning of the next two rows.

Decrease one stitch at each end of every row until 118 stitches remain. Continue working until row counter reaches 272 rows.

Shape neckline by casting off the middle 36 stitches with a length of yarn.

Working on the stitches to the right of centre “0” continue as follows:

Bring forward all needles to the left of centre to holding position and place H.C.L. to H  - continue:

Next row: cast off 10 stitches at beginning of row for shoulder.

Next row: Cast off 6 stitches at beginning of row for neck edge.

Next row: Cast off 10 stitches at beginning of row for shoulder.

Next row: Cast off 6 stitches at beginning of row for neck edge.

Cast off remaining 9 stitches.

Return H.C.L. to N.

Rejoin yarn to stitches on the left and work one row.

Work remaining stitches to match the first side.

RIGHT FRONT

Cast on 42 stitches using e wrap method and increase one stitch at both ends for the next 14 rows.

Then increase one stitch at both ends of every alternate row until there are 80 stitches.

Continue until row counter reaches 154.

Shape armhole by casting off 10 stitches at the beginning of the next row.

Decrease one stitch at armhole edge on every row until 59 stitches remain.

Continue straight until row counter shows 227 rows have been worked. 

Shape neckline by casting off 12 stitches at beginning of the next row

Decrease one stitch at neck edge on every row until 34 stitches remain.

Now decrease one stitch at neck edge on every alternate row until 29 stitches remain.

Work straight until row counter reaches 254 finishing at armhole side.

Shape Shoulder.

Cast off 10 stitches at beginning of the next and following alternate row.

Work one row.

Cast off remaining nine stitches.

LEFT FRONT.

Work as right front reversing all the shaping.

Lining

Tension swatch 60 rows x 40 stitches = 13.7cm x 13.5cm on tension 6

Sample rested, steamed and rested as previously.

Working instructions based on using Knit-Leader

BACK

Cast on 118 stitches using e-wrap method.

Increase one stitch at each end of the first 8 rows.

Work one row.

Increase at each end of the following 5 rows.

Work one row.

Increase at each end of the following 5 rows again.

Work one row.

Increase one stitch at each end of the next and every following alternate row until there are 164 stitches.

Continue straight until row counter reads 168

Shape armholes.

Cast off 10 stitches at the beginning of the next 2 rows.

Decrease one stitch at both ends of every row until 120 stitches remain.

Continue straight until row counter reads 266.

. Cast off centre 40 stitches using length of yarn
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Shape Neck

Working on the stitches to the right of centre “0” continue as follows:

Bring all needles to the left of centre to holding position and place H.C.L. to H. – continue: 

(Carriage at right)

Next row cast off 10 stitches at armhole edge.

Next row cast off 5 stitches at neck edge.

Next row cast off 10 stitches at armhole edge.

Next row cast off 5 stitches at neck edge.

Cast off remaining stitches.

Return H.C.L. to N

Rejoin yarn to stitches on the left and work one row.

Work remaining stitches to match the first side.

RIGHT FRONT

Cast on 40 stitches using e-wrap method. Knit 2 rows.

Increase one stitch at both ends of the next 18 rows.

Then increase one stitch at both ends of each alternate row until there are 82 stitches.

Continue working straight until row counter reaches 152.

Shape armholes.

Cast off 10 stitches at the beginning if the next row.

Decrease one stitch at armhole edge on every row until 60 stitches remain.

Continue working until row counter reaches 223 rows finishing at neck edge.

Cast off 12 stitches for neck at the beginning of the next row.

Decrease one stitch at neck edge on every row until 32 stitches remain. Then decrease one stitch at neck edge every alternate row until 29 stitches remain.

Continue straight until row counter reaches 252.

Shape for shoulder.

Cast off 10 stitches at the beginning of the next and following alternate row.

Work one row

Cast off remaining stitches.

LEFT FRONT

Work as right front reversing all the shaping.

To Make up

Assemble garment by joining side and shoulder seams. A lightweight polyester wadding was put between the outer layer and the lining of the of the garment. The Jacket was then quilted using the main yarn. In the quilting a yoke was outlined and the jacket was equally divided into panels. Needlelace was then applied to the quilting lines and around the edges and the armholes. All layers are carefully joined together with right side facing. This could be done in crochet or embroidery to suit your own preferences. This was also decorated with needlelace leaves but would look equally as nice with crochet motifs, embroidery or leaves made from fabric and applied.
Buttons on both sides and figure of eight loops were used for fastening
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These sketches of outlines for needle lace leaves need enlarging to fit full A4 sheet.

If you do not do needle lace you can cut out shapes and embroider then apply using woven fabric or felt or even crochet some leaves.
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
