The essence of this sacred covenant is the accepting and honoring of each other as life partner, everlasting lover, heart companion and soul friend. It is, therefore, a decision that is entered into with great consideration and respect. 

So let us all take a few moments and bring our full attentions into this present moment…

It is with love and joy that we create this ceremony together. The words I speak will not spiritually bind you as husband and wife. Only the pledges, promises and words between the two of you can create a true marriage. It's a spoken promise of your expectations, your hopes and most of all, your desire as partners, lovers and friends. 
Thus we ask that the hopes and promises of this union be realized. May you both be granted the patience to listen, the capacity to understand, the compassion to give comfort and the joy to laugh and just to be your selves. Let your marriage offer illumination and the nourishment of shared experiences. May your union be strong enough to endure the difficult times. May life’s challenges not separate you; may you always be able to turn to each other. 

Groom, do you take Bride to be your wife? Do you promise to love her, honor her, comfort and keep her in sickness and in health, and be faithful to her as long as you both shall live?

Bride, do you take Groom to be your husband? Do you promise to love him, honor him, comfort and keep him in sickness and in health, and to be faithful to him as long as you both shall live?

Who has the rings?

The Wedding Ring is an outward and visible sign of an inward and spiritual union. The ring is a symbol of the commitment you are making to each other.  You rings are sacred circles. A circle is the symbol of wholeness, peace, and unity. As circles, your rings have no beginning and no ending. They are the symbols of this growing relationship you have come here to celebrate and confirm. You wear them with the blessing that you have a partner in life and that you are each other’s life partner. As a sign of your love and faithfulness to each other, place the ring on Groom/Bride’s finger and repeat after me:

With this ring, I thee wed, and with all that I am, I honor you. This day you become my wife/husband and with each day I shall only love you more.

There is more than purpose that brings us here this day. Groom & Bride wish to formally unite their two families as one. We shall do this by a custom from Hawaii. It’s called a Lei Ceremony. Lei’s represent unity, protection, joy, love and most of all peace. Each flower or shell on a lei holds a special meaning. They say, these are the times I say "I love you." These are the times I say, "thank you." These are the times I bless you, I bless our family and I bless our love. May we always be protected in the shelter of that love and weather the stormy moments as a family. Mom & Dad, please take the lei’s I have given you and place on each of your children, hugging and kissing the new family. 

Having heard the vows you have just made with each other as husband and wife, as well as a family, made by the sun, sand and sea of {beach name}, witnessed by these loved ones, by the power invested in me by the State of Florida, I now pronounce you husband and wife.

May your love be a moving sea between the shores of your souls. May the radiance of the promise you bring to each other never diminish even as the ocean around us. Go now in joy and live in the present moment with gratitude as you create your future together.
