•
45% of US elementary schools reported one or more violent incidents compared with 74% of  middle schools and 77% of High schools.  (1)

•
10% of High school students brought a weapon (knife, gun or club) to school in the past 30 days.  

•
One out of four high school seniors and 15% of eighth graders used drugs in the last 30 days.

•
16 times as many teachers reported moderate to serious drug problems in private schools than in Torah-Umesorah Hebrew day schools.  This drug rate is 20 times higher in public schools. (4)

•
85 percent of girls and 76 percent of boys experienced sexual harassment by 12th grade. (6)

•
One out of every three girls is sexually victimized by the time they finish high school. (5)

•
~90% of students are sexually active by H.S.  44% of girls will become pregnant by the age of 19. 

•
~37% of children don't feel safe at school.

•
70 out of 100 Jewish children who did not attend a Jewish school intermarried. (12)
