AUTOBIOGRAPHY
Due Friday, September 18
This is a guideline to the Autobiography project.  You may customize this project to best reflect your interests and family situation.  This Autobiography project is designed to teach basic word processing skills, as well as give you instruction in writing informative paragraphs with topic sentences and supporting details.  We will be looking for correct use of writing conventions (spelling, punctuation, and capitalization), as well as ideas clearly expressed.  In addition to writing an Autobiography, you will be making a short presentation to the class, based on what you have written; you may choose what to share.

The basic written report is as follows:

I. Title Page

· Picture of yourself

· Your name

· Due date (September 18, 2009)

· Teacher’s name
II. About Me

· When and where you were born (city, state, hospital name—if you know it)

· Were you named after a relative?  How did you get your name?

· Describe yourself (physical appearance, hobbies, interests)

· Anything else you want to add…
III. My Family

· Family background: where did your ancestors come from?
· Write a paragraph about each family member who lives with you.  You may also want to write about family members who may not live with you.  There are many different types of families.  Describe your family.  Be sure to include both physical appearance and personality traits.  

· If you’d like, you may add a paragraph about any special family pet(s).

IV. School Experiences

· Write a paragraph about each grade in school.  Tell who your teacher was.   Describe memorable experiences, such as field trips.   You may include friends you met, or things you especially remember learning, for each year.
V. My Favorites

· Make a list of your favorites.  Examples are favorite ice cream, book, movie, place to visit, animal, sports team, etc.

VI. Hopes and Dreams

· Schooling: what are your plans for middle school, high school, college, and maybe even beyond college?
· Occupation: what type of work would you like to have when you grow up?  (You may have several ideas here.)

· Family: describe the family you would you like to have.
· Location:  where would you like to live?

· Any other “hopes and dreams?”
