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The Cadettes planned the program around helping the Brownies to earn the Aloha
Program patch from the Girl Scout Council of Hawaii, and worked diligently to ensure that
all requirements were met throughout the event.

As a visitor on the Island of O’ahu the Brownies learned
about the ancient games of Hawaii, played some modern versions, and participated in a Hula Hoop
contest.
