Kamp Kemperman Kook-Off
Rules
Official Rules:
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All dishes must be pre-registered in advance of Kamp Kemperman.  A unique time for presentation to the judges will be determined for each dish based on its course (e.g., soup, salad, entrée, dessert) and the total number of entries.  Participants will be notified of the unique presentation time in their confirmation letters.
a. Participants are responsible for determining their own START times based on the scheduled presentation times.  Participants will get a 5‑minute warning before their dishes are to be presented to the judges.

b. Dishes not ready for presentation to the judges at the pre-scheduled time will be judged after all other entries.

c. Dished not registered before Kamp Kemperman will not have a scheduled presentation time, but will be judge as time allows.  These dishes will need to be ready at 6:00pm sharp and will wait until a time slot is available.
2. All prep & cooking must be done in the official Kamp Kemperman Outdoor Kitchen.  The Kamp Kemperman Outdoor Kitchen has minimal facilities which must be shared, including:

some spices & seasonings

a few knives and utensils

some pans & bins for prep (not cooking)

drinking water

washing tubs & water

towels & hand sanitizer

Participants are encouraged to bring everything they need for preparation.

Participants are not allowed to go to the Kamp Kemperman Indoor Kitchen for the duration of the contest (that is, from when YOU start cooking).  (You may begin your preparation off-site, such as cleaning and cutting vegetables or meat; however, the cooking MUST take place in the Kamp Kemperman Outdoor Kitchen!)
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All dishes will be presented to the judges by Counselor John and Counselor Rain to avoid any judge-team bias.

4. Dishes will be judged on creativity, use of the outdoor kitchen facilities, taste, presentation…& whatever else the judges feel like adding!

5. The decision of the judges is FINAL!  (Judges must come to a consensus when determining the winner.)
a. A trophy is presented to the 1st place winner

b. Judges may award additional prizes (e.g., 2nd, 3rd, 4th) or a “Special Judges Award” at their discretion.
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
