THINKWAVE: You are responsible for checking your grades and attendance on thinkwave. Every student will be given a thinkwave account. Your Notebook:


You should come to class everyday with your physiology notebook. EVERYTHING is to be recorded in this notebook. Any handouts you are given should be taped in under the appropriate days. You need to take detailed notes and diagrams of everything you do in class since you will sometimes be allowed to use your notebook during tests and performance assessments. Keep your notebook in a safe place!

 Daily Routine:

1. Everyday when you enter the classroom, the daily agenda will be posted. You are responsible for copying this agenda into your notebooks.

2. You will then be given a “warm-up” activity that will be take between 5-15 minutes

3. We will then proceed with the rest of the lesson

Weekly Routine:

1. Each Friday you will be given a journal reflection question to answer in your notebook.

2. You will be responsible for reading and answering the questions to 2 Teenbiz articles each week. 1 article will be assigned to you and you can choose the second one. You need to answer all the questions to receive credit for your articles.

3. A vocabulary quiz will be given for each unit. You will receive the vocab words at the beginning of the unit.

4. An exam will be given following each unit.. Most exams will be given in class using the Q-Wizdom remotes. You will be assigned a remote number and use this remote for all tests. If you miss a test or want to retake it to improve your score, all tests can be found on my website. Click on “tests”. The instructor ID is : SLKam1 and the password is waianae. Type in your name where it asks for a name.
Grade Distribution: This course is graded according to science standards. You will be graded on labs, projects, tests and quizzes, write to learn, notes, vocabulary, and homework. Notebooks will be collected and graded periodically. (please see the notebook guidelines and rubric for more details). You will also be graded on class participation. Class participation consists of attendance, being prepared, being cooperative, working well with others, and participating in class discussions.
