Accommodation

We’d love to be able to invite everybody to stay in Zagreb, but unfortunately neither of us has so far won the lottery, so the best we can do is offer advice and help.

Once again, you’ll be able to arrange things easily via any travel agency, so the information here is mostly for those who wish to organise things themselves.  As always, it is advisable to book accommodation in advance, particularly for Zagreb and the more popular tourist destinations such as Porec and Dubrovnik.

The Zagreb Tourist Board has an “Accommodation” section with a complete listing of all hotels, hostels and private accommodation in the city, ranging from very basic to 5-star establishments.  Zagreb is not a cheap city for accommodation, and prices tend to be much the same as in western Europe.  
For good quality at a reasonable price (ca. £40/€60 for a double room per night), we suggest the following:

· “Ilica” – Great value for money, a 10 min tram ride from the centre and within walking distance from the wedding reception. Do not be put off by the web site saying this is a 1-star hotel, all rooms are en-suite.

·  “Slisko” – Excellent facilities, very close to the bus station and a 10-min tram ride to the centre.

· “Fala” – The rooms are not very big and somewhat simple, but the price is very good.  The hotel is to the south of the train station, a 15-20 min tram ride from the centre.

Slightly more upmarket hotels are the following (£60/€85 for a double room per night):

· “Laguna” – Located to the west of the train station, this hotel is 10 min by tram from the centre.  It’s slightly cheaper than the hotels below.

· “Jadran” – Great location, around the corner from the main square.

· “Dora” – In the same part of town as the “Fala”, this hotel is better equipped but also slightly more expensive.

· “Central” – Newly renovated and located in the city centre by the train station.

Single rooms are about 25% cheaper.

All of the 4- and 5-star hotels are very good and cost accordingly.  Probably the best hotel is the “Esplanade”, located in the heart of the lower town.  The building is a recently renovated art déco masterpiece with marble walls, grand staircases and crystal windows, built in the 1920s to serve the Orient Express line.  Prices start at £130/€200 for a double room per night.

For those planning to stay in Croatia for a longer period, have a look at the Croatian Tourist Board.  As well as sightseeing recommendations, they have a large (but by no means exhaustive) list of places to stay throughout the country.

Along the coast, there is a huge range of accommodation available, from hotels and hostels to camping and private accommodation.  It’s best to book in advance, either before you arrive in Croatia or at a travel agency in Zagreb.  However, just about every village along the coast has a local tourist office that will be able to arrange accommodation for you.  In late May and early June the crowds have usually not yet arrived and accommodation can often be had at very short notice and reasonable price.

Other regions of the country (with a few notable exceptions such as the Plitvice lakes) tend to see fewer tourists and hence have less accommodation available.  It’s a good idea to book in advance, either before you arrive in Croatia or at a travel agency in Zagreb.
