Technology Skills Development
Problem and/or Skill/Solution:

I use Power Point presentations within my third grade class, but I have never inserted a movie or a continuous sound file.  Inserting a short video about a topic to be taught can strengthen my lesson by considering how some of my students learn and it will keep my students interest.  The sound file, in this case, provides a song that will help them learn and remember the threes in multiplication while seeing a visual for each fact.  By learning how to do both items in Power Point, I could do it in other presentations and give my students a stronger more concrete understanding of a topic.

Product that demonstrates solution or mastery:

I will demonstrate my mastery of these skills by creating a Power Point presentation that includes a sound file that will be playing continuously through a series of slides and a movie clip.  The sound file and movie clip will be supplied downloaded from United Streaming and inserted into the presentation.
Predicted Method of Learning:

I will learn how to do both techniques by using Microsoft.com and doing an internet search to find relevant information or instructions.

Reflection:
I didn’t have too much trouble finding out how to do what I wanted.  I did make sure I checked several places to make sure there was a consensus to the instructions.  The directions I did find were clear and easy to follow.  Once I learned what I needed, I found the files I would use.  I then created the presentations and inserted the sound file and movie clip.  I even attempted to time the slides so that it would go with the sound bite.  It isn’t perfect, but it is close.  The timing was the most difficult for me since I was trying to match the two things together.
I would definitely attempt to do this for other concepts and presentations.  I believe it would be helpful to my students to have multiple types of presentations for concepts they need to learn, especially since they learn in different ways.
