

Now, I've listed some of the questions / concerns I'd like to get addressed:

1.
Where does Clare get it's current residents?  (How many? Total occupancy?) 


Are any being dropped off by police currently?

(some walk in, probably some referred from other agencies)

2.
Do they get "booked"? (If using the sobering center model)


(Per Capt Bruce Davis)"Yes, it's a shorter faster process but there is a booking system."


(Per research such as document listed above) They are NOT charged. "If an individual is 
detained and brought to a Sobering Center for Public Intoxication only, they cannot be 
charged with the crime."

3.
Is it on their criminal record? (If using the sobering center model)

4.
Does it count any less than a drunk offense that would cause incarceration?

5.
Who / How is it determined that these are NON-violent offenders

6.
What is the level of supervision?  Are there escapes?

7.
What happens when they sober up (like by the next day, and do NOT want to stay & complete 
the detox program?

8.
What happens if they stay for the full detox program (3-5 days) but then chose to leave?


(Per Clare staff on phone) "They are re-assessed & if space permits, transferred to the 
longer term program or if no space available there, then the may be referred to another 
facility."  Can they leave, if they want to?  "Yes, they're free to go."

9.
How many people  ??  How many people will be/can be "dropped-off" at a given time? 


(Per Clare's website) "Up to 8 men & 4 women for 3-5 days are supervised" in detox program 
- that equals up to 12-24 people per week MAX 


(per the "fact sheet") for the proposed drunk tank:


"CLARE’s Intake and Assessment facility, at 911 Pico Boulevard, can easily be equipped to 
provide supervision and counseling for 6 – 10 CPI’s nightly."  


That's 42-70 people per week!
We've got a BIG discrepancy there. So which is it?  


12 people a week or 70 ??

10.
What about the parking for Clare staff.  "Fact sheet" seems to indicate 1.5 additional 
staff are needed.  City has already granted parking variances which have impacted the 
neighborhood.  Additional staff parking addressed?

11.
What about the additional parking needs of "residents"? (If using the sobering center 
model) they may not have a car when they're dropped off, however, increasing the use of 
CLARE to handle "6-10 CPI's nightly" would naturally bring more visitors, long term guests 
& residents into the area.  Has that added occupancy been considered?

12.
Hello!  There's a liquor store only steps away.  Directly across street, in plain sight of 
CLARE.  Another one at the corner.

13.
The CPI's haven't yet "HIT BOTTOM". If they're not ready to QUIT, then placing them in even 
the best program is not going to rehab them.  This is a well known premise in the sober 
community.  And since they're not ready to quit, they're still going to be a CPI (Chronic 
Public Inebriate).

14.
Removal of consequences.  We're not doing any favors to a drunk by saving them from the 
consequences (jail, criminal record) - we are just acting as a "facilitator" and co-
dependent.  Ask anyone in AA - This is not helping the substance abuser & only prolongs the 
problem.

15.
Budget.  The "fact sheet" approximates $189,000.00 for this project.  However, once 
started, government funded programs rarely go away quietly.  Rather, they tend to expand & 
require more & more resources.  By next year, this could be 250,000.00 then half a million 
& so on.  By the end of the decade, it could easily balloon to a million or more.

16.
My tax dollars.  


I personally don't like the idea of subsidizing this chronic irresponsible behavior with 
my taxes.  Let the chronic offenders take the consequences of their actions.


Government should not use tax money to contribute to what is basically the jurisdiction of 
private charities.


AA (Alcoholics Anonymous) manages to run completely with OUT government funding and does so 
as policy.  People go when they are ready to seek help.  People who've been helped stick 
around to help others.  Volunteers.   It's a model that works.
