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Florida Man Files Large Asbestos Suit

January 2, 2006 - A Florida gentleman who claims he contracted mesothelioma due to asbestos dust brought home on his wife’s clothing has filed suit against 111 defendants in a Madison County, IL court.

According to the Madison County Record, Louis Holzworth’s wife, Joan, was employed as an inspector with Amphenol Corporation from 1959 to 1985.  The suit alleges that Mrs. Holzworth would come home with asbestos dust on her clothes, which would then become airborne, exposing Mr. Holzworth to the fibers.  

Holzworth himself did not work at any jobs where he would have been exposed to asbestos.  He was employed from late 1943 to 1985 as a molder, manager, factory worker, warehouse foreman, cab driver and postal carrier at various locations.  However, the suit does claim that he was exposed to asbestos during “non-occupational work projects” including home and automotive repairs, maintenance and remodeling.

The complaint filed by Holzworth’s lawyers alleges that “the defendants failed to require and advise their employees of hygiene practices designed to reduce or prevent carrying asbestos fibers home,” resulting in Holzworth’s exposure to fibers containing asbestos.  Because of this, he developed a disease caused only by asbestos which disabled and disfigured him, states the claim.

Holzworth was diagnosed with malignant pleural mesothelioma in August 2006 and currently seeks compensatory damages in excess of $700,000, plus additional punitive damages.

Retired Florida worker migrates north to file asbestos suit

A Florida man diagnosed with mesothelioma filed suit in Madison County Circuit Court Dec. 21, claiming 111 defendant corporations are responsible for his illness.

Louis Holzworth claims he was employed from late 1943 to 1985 as a molder, manager, factory worker, warehouse foreman, cab driver and postal carrier at various locations.

He claims his wife Joan was employed from 1959 to 1985 as an inspector with Amphenol Corporation and that she would carry home asbestos dust on her clothes that would become airborne again when she came home.

"Dust created by working with and around asbestos and asbestos-containing products would permeate the person and clothing of the plaintiff's family members," the complaint states. "This dust contained asbestos fiber."

"The plaintiff would be repeatedly exposed to this asbestos dust from his family member's person and clothing," the complaint states.

He claims he also was exposed to asbestos during non-occupational work projects including home and automotive repairs, maintenance and remodeling.

Holzworth was diagnosed with mesothelioma in August and subsequently became aware his illness was wrongfully caused, the suit claims.

The complaint alleges that defendants failed to require and advise their employees of hygiene practices designed to reduce or prevent carrying asbestos fibers home.

As a result of the alleged negligence, Holzworth claims he was exposed to fibers containing asbestos and developed a disease caused only by asbestos which disabled and disfigured him.

Holzworth also claims that he has sought, but been unable to obtain, full disclosure of relevant documents and information from the defendants leading him to believe the defendants destroyed documents related to asbestos.

"It was foreseeable to a reasonable person/entity in the respective positions of defendants, that said documents and information constituted evidence, which was material to potential civil litigation-namely asbestos litigation," the complaint states.

He claims as a result of each defendant breaching its duty to preserve material evidence by destroying documents and information he has been prejudiced and impaired in proving claims against all potential parties.

"Plaintiff has been caused to suffer damages in the form of impaired ability to recover against defendants and lost or reduced compensation from other potentially liable parties in this litigation," the complaint states.

Represented by Nicholas Angelides, Perry Browder and John Barnerd, Tim Thompson and Richard Saville of SimmonsCooper in East Alton, Holzworth is seeking compensatory damages in excess of $700,000, plus punitive damages.

"An award of punitive damages is appropriate and necessary in order to punish defendants for their willful, wanton, intentional and/or reckless misconduct and to deter defendants and others from engaging in like misconduct in the future," the complaint states.

The case has been assigned to Circuit Judge Dan Stack.

New Second Hand Mesothelioma Lawsuit Filed In Madison County
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A retired Florida man recently filed a lawsuit in Madison County Circuit Court after being diagnosed with mesothelioma. The diagnosis was linked to years of exposure to asbestos products and fibers in his home and at various worksites. Louis Holzworth worked as a factory worker, warehouse foreman, and molder among others for a period in excess of 40 years. His wife Joan worked as an inspector with Amphenol Corporation and was believed to have brought home particles of asbestos dust on her work clothing that subsequently became airborne in the family home. 

According to stclairrecord.com:

"Dust created by working with and around asbestos and asbestos-containing products would permeate the person and clothing of the plaintiff's family members," the complaint states. "This dust contained asbestos fiber." 

"The plaintiff would be repeatedly exposed to this asbestos dust from his family member's person and clothing," the complaint states.

He claims he also was exposed to asbestos during non-occupational work projects including home and automotive repairs, maintenance and remodeling.

The complaint as filed named 111 defendant corporations that were believed to be liable for his contraction of the deadly cancer. As part of the damages sought, Holzworth is seeking both compensatory and punitive damages. 

According to the complaint: 

"It was foreseeable to a reasonable person/entity in the respective positions of defendants, that said documents and information constituted evidence, which was material to potential civil litigation-namely asbestos litigation," 

"An award of punitive damages is appropriate and necessary in order to punish defendants for their willful, wanton, intentional and/or reckless misconduct and to deter defendants and others from engaging in like misconduct in the future," 

The case which has been assigned to Circuit Judge Dan Stack marks yet another in a growing trend of potential second hand asbestos exposure that leads to someone's diagnosis of mesothelioma. As the case progresses, updates will be provided here that will track it progress and findings.

One heartbeat away from death

He lay face down in the frozen rice paddy, eyes closed, barely breathing, playing dead. 

Nearby, he heard a fresh-faced lieutenant screaming for his mother as enemy soldiers carried the man away.

He heard another soldier crying, then gunshots, and the crying ceased.

Louis Holzworth knew if he moved, if he so much as moaned about the bullet that had pierced his left thigh, he would die in an instant.

Holzworth, then 31, and several other men had been ambushed during a late-night reconnaissance mission on Jan. 16, 1953, near Kumhwa, North Korea.

"All of a sudden, they just popped up," said Holzworth, now 82. "Hell broke loose. It sounded like fireworks going off all around you."

The Americans were outnumbered. It was over in seconds, and the Chinese started looting the dead and executing the wounded.

They rolled Holzworth over, stripped him of his .45-caliber handgun and his ammunition. They ripped off his belt, stole his gloves, took the watch off his wrist.

The whole time he lay as limp as a rag doll, hoping they couldn't hear his heart pounding.

As quickly as they appeared, they were gone.

He lay there alone in the freezing darkness, his gloveless fingers frostbitten, his leg bleeding, his friends dead.

Five minutes passed. Then 10. Then 15.

When he felt sure the Chinese were gone, he yelled for help. He made it safely back to camp, where they treated his leg and pulled grenade shrapnel from his back.

The young man is old now. But he can close his eyes and still see that night fresh and clear.

"I thank God that I'm alive," said Holzworth, who now lives in Spring Hill. "It just as easily could have been me. They tell me I'm too mean to die."

He spent nearly a decade in combat zones, fought two wars, and came out on the other side with four Purple Hearts and even more close calls.

But his closest brush with death came that cold night in Korea. It was Sgt. Louis Holzworth's final patrol.
