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LOCAL AMAZON ACTRESS KATRIN BOWEN RETURNS TO CANNES TEN YEARS LATER AS AN AWARD-WINNING DIRECTOR
This will be a different Cannes for Katrin Bowen. The last time she attended the Festival, she was paraded on the Croisette as the lead Amazon kick boxer promoting the Troma film Fortress of America.  Now, she will be taking part in the Cannes Intensive Program and will be showing two of her films at the market’s Short Film Corner.  In addition, The Human Touch, a full-length feature directed by Paul Cox for which Bowen was Script Consultant, will also be screening at the Arcades.

While Bowen was attending the Berlin Talent Campus at this year’s Berlin Film Festival she and four other candidates were chosen out of 500 to receive scholarships for The Cannes Film Intensive Program. She was the only Canadian to receive this award and one of two Canadians attending the program.

Thirty directors and producers will attend the Film Intensive from across the globe.  Led by NYU Professor and Producer Robert Nickson (Jungle Fever, Mo’ Better Blues) the course will cover such topics as film production, producing, and understanding the use of the contemporary film marketplace.

At the Short Film Corner, Director Katrin Bowen will be presenting her Canada Council film Almost Forgot My Bones which depicts the transformation of an African Canadian woman’s identity, and Someone, which gives a poetic voice to the residents of Vancouver’s Downtown Eastside. Someone was awarded Best Director and Audience Choice Award at the 2003 Vancouver Videopoem Festival.
