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Websites have become a vastly used source in our society. Many organizations, corporations, and individuals are now using websites and the main way of connecting to their information. Now that the creating of websites have become easier, schools are using this source as a way to have their district, schools, teachers and student to express their goals, efforts and talents to the public. The site that was created by my self and my students was just such an attempt to introduce our classroom to our community.
The task of creating a classroom based web site was a challenge. Many of my students were not aware of how to go by creating and publishing a web site. I was a bit challenged myself by all the tasks that were to be done to make the site successful.

Choosing what authoring option to use was a debate. After careful consideration, Microsoft Publisher was chosen for it abundance of templates and ease to preview in the creation and editing tasks.
