Requirements for Tenants

1. All rents are due on or before the 1st of each month.  A 10% late charge is due after the 5th.  Eviction proceedings will begin on or by the 10th.  There will be a 25.00 charge for all returned checks, and rental terms are on a money order or cash basis after the first returned check.

2. The tenant shall be responsible for any repairs or damage resulting from misuse or neglect.  This is to include the repair of stopped up sewer lines, frozen water pipes and fixtures.  The landlord will provide maintenance for normal wear and tear repairs.  Do not put disposable diapers, sanitary napkins, tampons, paper towels or any foreign objectys in th commode.  The only type of sewer line stoppage that we will pay for is that which occrs because of a defect in the sewer line.

3. Always disconnect the hose for the outside faucet in the winter.  Failure to do so will trap water inside the faucet and cause it to freeze and break.  Be sure to secure foundation covers and roof vents, during the freezing weather, cold air circulating in the attic and under the house could cause pipes to freeze and break.  If there is a freeze warning in the area, be sure to leave sink faucets dripping (both cold and hot water) at a steady pace and leave cabinet doors under the sinks open for warm air circulation to help avoid frozen pipes.  Tenants will be responsible to keep turbine vents covered during the winter months. If breakage occurs due to tenants failure to follow these instructions, tenant will be held responsible for said repairs.
4. Insects and pests, unless reported on the “property condition check sheet” within seven days after taking possession of the property, will be the tenants responsibility to exterminate.

5. Central heat and air units will not work properly with a dirty filter.  Find out where the filter is, buy spare, and change them at regular intervals (usually each month).  This will save you many dollars on your utility bills.  Determine where your fuses or breakers are located for your heating and/or air conditioning units.  If repair calls are caused by dirty filters, burned out fuses, or flipped breakers, tenant will be responsible for repair bills.
6. Glass breakage which occurs during a tenants occupancy is always the tenants responsibility to correct.  To include any damage or repair that is deemed to be the tenants fault will be billed to the tenant.  Any unnecessary repair calls will be billed to the tenant.

7. It is the tenants responsibility to water, mow, and trim all shrubbery and trees as needed.  Automobiles, trailers, campers, and other vehicles are not to be driven or parked on the lawn at any time.
