Highway 35 in Wisconsin turns north just after you cross the Apple River bridge 

and just before you get to the Dairy Queen.  When you get to East Farmington 

you turn at Ken's Keyboard Lounge and go 1 1/2 miles to 280th street.  Be careful 

when you come to the hill at the end of 30th Ave.  the road ends in a "T" with 

280th street.
