This year, he continued to evaluate compressive strength in his concrete designs by adding various levels of sodium polyacrylate. His theory was that sodium polyacrylate should function as a retarder by helping to retain moisture during the curing process, thus increasing compressive strength.  His experiment indicated that the addition of sodium polyacrylate did not affect the compressive strength of the concrete.

Austin was awarded a $200 prize and his school; Bernard C. Campbell Middle School was awarded $100.

President Keith Starling presented 25-year Membership pins to Paul Bavaro, Steve Johnson and Sam Yankee, all of whom were in attendance.
