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This project is designed to introduce and/or add to your knowledge of the technology used to design web pages. In this assignment you will create your own online resume page using HTML code.  

DO NOT use any kind of a web authoring tool to create your home page (i.e., MS Word, Front Page) --code HTML directly in an ASCII editor such as Notepad.  

This is to get you familiar with native scripting for web pages.  The more familiar you are with scripting, the more competent you will become in creating and debugging complex web pages and pages that were designed by others using Web authoring tools.
 
Deliverables:
1. Upload the final version of the Web page to a web hosting site of your choice (Your webpage must work from this site including the display of all pictures, clip art and the background.  If one does not display, check the site against your code for the proper Case (Upper case vs lower case) as many sites are “case sensitive”.  
2. You will be required to zip the final version of your web page with all background files and picture files you use to create your Web page and post it to the D2L drop box. When you post to the D2L drop box you must provide the location of your uploaded file.  (i.e., http://www.webhostingsite.com/studentfile.html)
3. Provide a screen print of all the pages that you created (this should be included in the zip file).
4. Provide a screen print of the HTML code used to create the pages (this can be included in the zip file).
5. For the extra credit: Provide proof of certification, Screen Prints of the approval page(s) and place the Icon from the certification tool on your page (both copies, the one turned in and the one placed in the hosting site. 
   
This is a creative effort that should be a reflection of who you are.  However, your web page will be an "online resume" and as such, should be available to prospective employers (any edge you can get when looking for a job will be beneficial to you), so professionalism in the webpage (resume) is a must.  

Requirements:  You must include on your page or pages, in any order:
1. A background texture, picture or color.
2. Your picture or a picture of an avatar that looks like you, not flowers, airplanes or cars, etc. (all pictures must have an alt reference see, HTML notes)
3. Other graphics, these can be pictures or clip-art.
4. Hypertext Links (at least 2) to the home pages of NEIU, COBM, and/or other educational institutions you have attended, and/or places you have worked. 
5. Information about yourself at a minimum: 
a. Name
b. Address (If you wish, for privacy issues, you may use the school address)
c. Phone/FAX (If you wish, for privacy issues, you may use the department phone #)
d. Animated Mailbox Icon with a link embedded for email (this must work – however for privacy issues you need not display your e-mail address on the page).
e. Educational background 
f. Previous experience and/or job experience.
g. Background information other than in the other questions.
h. What type of job you are hoping to receive after graduation.
i. Your short term and long term goals/objectives (this is different from item h)
j. Your personal interests and/or hobbies.
k. Languages, that you know or understand and proficiency level with the language.
l. Technology that you have used, are familiar with and your proficiency level with the software.
m. Add a table somewhere in your resume.
n. Use a list of some type somewhere in your resume.
o. You must Identify yourself as the designer of the web pages and provide the date of the last update.
p. If you do the extra credit: Add the correct reference to the tool and the Icon for the Certification tool(s) that you used.

Note1:  The use of a web authoring tool will cause you to lose 10 points on the assignment (MS Word is considered a web authoring tool).
Note2:  Never, ever reference using the drive letter from your computer, (ex: C:\ or F:\)
Note3: Pictures and links may be case sensitive and may not display once you move your page to the web hosting site if the case is different, (i.e., the name on the image call in your webpage is me.jpg, and the name of the file is ME.JPG).  
Note4: Keep your pictures and any other resources (i.e., background) in the same directory as your original page for simplicity.  It is easier for your browser to find them.
Note5: If you want your web page to automatically display on your web site, then you need to name your file home.html or index.html.

Extra Credit (basic extra credit 5 points): Your pages should comply with Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act (Google this topic for more information).  Thus, you should make your page accessible to all individuals no matter what their situation, including disabilities (colorblindness, other visual, hearing, physical, etc.).  It is my intention that you become aware of the limitations and needs of all individuals.  If your page is cluttered with unnecessary information and too many pictures, not only will it be slow to load but those with disabilities will have a much harder time accessing and/or maneuvering though the site.  Therefore, certify your pages using one of the tools available on the web.  There are several software programs/tools available for “certifying” you web pages on line (Google “Accessibility tools” or “Accessibility Evaluation”), you may use any tool of your choice. To earn all the extra credit points you must turn in proof of the certification (print screen) of the approved pages (without these, you will not get the extra credit for "Section 508 Handicapped Certification." Additionally, make sure you display the icon, from whichever tool you used, on the bottom of your web page.

NOTE: Any student that uses more than one tool for the certification process and/or certifies at the “AAA” level will receive additional extra credit points on the assignment (2 points for more than one tool, 2 points “AAA”, 5 points for both).  As this is extra credit, I do not provide you guidance on the certification process.
