Homework is a necessary part of the educational program. Each student may expect to spend some time, working at home, in addition to scheduled class instruction to achieve satisfactory work. Educational research has shown that when students study at home it reinforces what they have learned in class and they become better students.

Some assignments are long-range in nature and require planned study time for their completion. Planned study time eliminates the necessity of rushing to complete an assignment the day before it is due. The following suggestions may help in preparing for homework assignments:


Plan - Assign a definite time each day for study at home. Utilize study periods and the media 
center at school. Keep a list of assignments in a notebook and always have the necessary books, 
papers and supplies.


Place - Assign a definite place to study that is away from distraction. Have it stocked with paper 
and other supplies that may be needed on a routine basis. Do not attempt to study while listening 
to the radio or watching television.


Procedure - Be certain that you clearly understand the assignment when it is given. If not, be 
sure and ask your teacher the necessary questions before leaving school.

DISCIPLINE PLAN

BLANCHARD ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

The Blanchard School wide discipline plan is a progressive plan for discipline, extending from teacher detention, administrative detention, Saturday school, Project Rebound, community service, out of school suspension, referral to the student discipline tribunal and etc.

LEVEL ONE VIOLATIONS

Level 1 violations are handled by the teacher and included, but are not limited to the following:

1.
Horseplay, wrestling, pushing, scuffing, clowning, acting out.

2.
Verbal exchanges.

3.
Excessive talking.

Throwing objects in class.

5.
Pencil pops, spit balls.

6.
Hall disruptions such as yelling and running.

7.
Name calling.

Possession of hats (other than on special days), sunglasses, curlers, radios, electronic games, war 
guns, skateboards, etc. (These items will be taken up and kept by the administration until they are 
picked up by the parent.)

Chewing gum.

10.
Inappropriate behavior in the lunchroom (loud talking, being out of seat, playing in food, cutting 
in line, failure to return tray, failure to clean up, throwing food, etc.)

Eating in unauthorized areas/taking food from the cafeteria.

Unexcused tardiness (5 occasions) to homeroom or class (Students will receive detention after the 
5th unexcused tardy)

Referral to Principal/Assistant Principal

On the third occurrence of any combination of documented Level 1 violations, the teacher may initiate an office referral. Documentation must be available and must include specific consequences used. As a minimum, two of the consequences must be a conference (telephone or personal) with a parent/guardian and holding the student for a private detention. For every three minor referrals to the office, the student progresses to the next step on the discipline cycle.

LEVEL TWO VIOLATIONS

Level two violations will results in referrals to the office for disciplinary action by the administration, with consequences as specified in the Blanchard discipline cycle. Level two violations include the following:

STUDENT DRESS CODE

Halter or backless tops, short-shorts, gym shorts or bicycle shorts are not appropriate school attire.

Students in grades 3 through 5 may wear shorts that are no more than 4 inches above the knee.

* Students in grades 3 through 5 must wear another shirt under see-through tops or tank tops.

* Shorts may be worn under regular-length dresses.

* Physical education class participation is required. Extra long dresses and mini skirts are a hindrance

when participating in physical education. This attire is not allowed.

* Tennis shoes must be worn for physical education instruction.

* For safety reasons, cleats, thongs and heels should not be worn to school.

* Hair should be worn so that it will not fall in the child’s eyes.

* Pants with tears or holes above the knee should not be worn.

* Students should not wear hats inside the building except for special activities.

* Students will not be allowed to wear clothes that advertise drugs, alcoholic beverages, portray violence,

or have sexual content.

Muscogee County Board of Education Dress and Grooming Policy


It is not the intent of the Muscogee County School district to dictate the quality or style of 
clothing worn, but rather an effort to encourage good habits and acceptable group behavior. 
Student dress and personal appearance should reflect dignity and pride in oneself and in the 
school, therefore a student shall not dress, groom, or wear or use emblems, insignias, badges or 
other symbols where the effect thereof is to distract unreasonable the attention of other students 
or otherwise to cause disruption or interference with the operation of the school.


It is prohibited for any student to wear clothing items which advertise alcoholic beverages, drugs, 
sex tobacco, obscene, crude or suggestive messages or use of profanity. Designs or insignias that 
are part of a haircut, satanic symbols, gang-related badges, insignias and colors, logos or symbols 
that denigrate social or ethnic groups are also prohibits. “Fake” alcohol or drug advertisement is 
also disallowed e.g., “bulldog” beer or other brands that do not exist.


The principal or other duly authorized school official shall determine whether any particular 
mode of dress, apparel, grooming or use of emblems, insignia, badges or other symbols, results in 
such interference or disruption as to violate this rule, and shall give notice of such interference or 
disruption, and its cause, to all students by announcement or posting at the school. Students are 
required to be neat and clean, both in dress and in person; and, when in the opinion of the 
teacher and principal they are unfit to appear in school, they may be sent home to be properly 
prepared for school.

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

To ready our students for the future we must work together to instill values, provide education and reinforce morals by providing a firm foundation that supports the policies and procedures that Blanchard sets forth. These policies are made in conjunction with the rules of the Muscogee County School District.

Arrival and Departure

Students eating breakfast are admitted to the cafeteria at 8:10 a.m. Other students are allowed into the building at 8:15 a.m. to sit in the designated hallways until the homeroom bell rings at 8:30 a.m. Students are tardy after 8:45 a.m. Students arriving after 8:45 a.m. must stop by the office to obtain a tardy slip before reporting to class. Students arriving between 8:30 a.m. and 8:45 a.m. may go directly to their class. Students are expected to attend school every day and every effort should be made to have students at school by 8:45 a.m. Students who are tardy three times or more will receive detention for 30 minutes. 

The following reasons for absences are considered valid:


- personal illness


- death or serious illness within the immediate family


- recognized religious holidays observed by your faith


- absences mandated by order of government agencies


- conditions which render school attendance impossible or hazardous to health or safety

 

For each school day missed, a written note of explanation must be given to the classroom teacher within 3 days. Students with 5 unexcused absences will receive a letter from the School District warning them of the consequences for 5 or more unexcused absences. In order for students to be counted present for the day, they must be present at least one-half of the school day (11:30 a.m. for grades K-2 and 12:00 p.m. for grades 3-6). To be granted an early dismissal, the parent or guardian is asked to send a note to the teacher explaining the request. Then, the parent must come to the school office and sign the student out. The secretary will then page the child to come to the office. If possible, parents are requested to make medical and dental appointments for students when school is not in session.

Teachers and paraprofessionals are on duty in the cafeteria, the hallways and at the front of the building from 8:10 a.m. to 8:45 a.m. and 3:15 p.m. to 3:45 p.m. for the safety of our students.

We ask that students do not arrive on campus

before 8:10 a.m. and leave by 3:45 p.m.

Teachers may retain students after school if a need for assistance is evident or preparation for class is inadequate. Parents will be provided prior notice on such occasions.

Books

Textbooks are issued by the school. Library books are also provided by the school and are available for students to check out for a period of two weeks. Children are responsible for lost or damaged books while they are in their custody.

Book Bags

Rolling book bags are allowed , but are not to be rolled through the hallways.

 

 

 

 

Property Damage

Intentional damage to school property is not tolerated!!!!!! If property is intentionally damaged, parents will be held responsible for costs and disciplinary action will be taken against student(s) involved. In case of damage caused by persons not affiliated with Blanchard school, the police will be notified. Please notify the principal if you are aware of any obvious damage being done to our school facilities.

Dogs

Dogs can be a serious problem around our campus; therefore, we ask that you do not bring your dog on school campus. It could jeopardize the safety of our students as well as the safety of the dog.

Parties

No more than two parties per year are allowed. Before preparation for a party, clearance through the school office and teacher is required. Balloons and flowers are not to be sent to the school for students, as they will not be accepted from the delivery person. (Personal party invitation are not allowed to be distributed at school.)

Playground

Our playground is the only designated place for play. Play is strictly prohibited on the lawn, walkways and building area. 

Illness

We recommend rest and recuperation after short-term illnesses. Teachers will be happy to provide make up work for students when they return to school. For long-term illnesses, please see the school secretary to complete forms for homebound instruction.

School Patrol

The school patrol members play an important part in our efforts to implement good safety habits. They are instructed in procedures to follow and are authorized to report all infractions of safety rules. All students must obey these safety rules during school hours.

Smoking

Rule number 115 Muscogee county states, “Both local and state laws prohibit smoking in the school building or on the school grounds.” Everyone must abide by this rule.

Blanchard is a “Drug Free Environment.”

Visitors

Blanchard welcomes visitors at all time. Visitors are to report to the office upon entering the school building. This rule assists the school administration in providing a safe learning environment on the school. Your cooperation will be greatly appreciated. This rule will be enforced to ensure the safety of our students, faculty, and staff. Parents are welcome to visit the classroom at any time during the day. However, visits should be limited to no more than one or two hours, unless you are working on a specific project for the teacher. As a courtesy to the teachers, a prior appointment is required for conferences. Please stop by the office upon entering the school and obtain a visitor’ badge or parent volunteer aide badge.

Accidents

In spite of all precautions and supervision, accidents do sometimes occur. Please be sure that the school office has telephone numbers of people to contact in case parents cannot be reached. Only first aide will be given at school, as the school does not have personnel authorized to practice medicine. It is the policy of the Muscogee County School District not to give aspirin to children.

 

Traffic

Patience is a virtue. Remembering this is crucial, especially on days when it rains and the flow of traffic through the parking area is slow. Remember and follow these few simple rules of cooperation to ensure the safety of our children.

Note: It is important that cars not be left parked in the fire lane next to the sidewalk. This is a congested area and space must be left open for emergency vehicles. Cars are not to be parked in the in the Bus loading/unloading area at any time Please be aware that the Fire Dept. will be issuing tickets ($50.00) to violators.

*
Allow a little extra time on rainy days.

*
Always stay in line and do not try to pass.

*
As you wait in line please pull your car as far to the right.

*
Students must stay at the loading platform. Parents may park and walk to the loading platform to 


pick up a student.

*
Obey all traffic signs.

*
Encourage students to obey the instructions of the crossing guards and school patrols.

*
When picking up at the Windsor Park Path, do not make U-turns on Cantebury Drive. When 


turning around on Canterbury you need to go to Weems Road to make a U-turn and to Charing 


Drive in the other direction. Children should be picked up or released from vehicles only on the 


side of the street next to the sidewalk.

*
When it is raining, all students need to be picked up out front and not down the path.

*
Students should not be dropped off at the turn around at the end of the driveway. It is dangerous 


for them to walk up the drive where there is no sidewalk.

Walking

Students who live within walking distance may enjoy walking to school with friends on good weather days. Please ensure that students follow good safety habits when walking to and from school.

Kirkland Memorial Baptist Church on Lynridge Drive allows us to use the their parking lot. An open gate allows easy access between the Church parking lot and Blanchard’s drive.

Bicycles

Students must not ride bicycles on the path or on the school grounds. Students who ride their bicycles to and from school must take safety precaution by abiding by the following regulations:

*
Bicycles are to be walked, not ridden, on the school grounds to ensure safety. This includes the 
path. 

*
Students should park bicycles on the provided racks and lock the bicycles. The school is not 
responsible for lost or stolen bicycles.

*
Motor bikes, etc. are never to be ridden on school property.

*
Section 53 of “General Traffic Ordinance, City of Columbus” states, “it shall be unlawful for 
more than one person to ride at the same time on a bicycle or motor scooter.”

Student Accident Insurance

The Muscogee County School District offers student accident insurance to all students in the Muscogee County School District. This insurance is available to you at a nominal fee. If you are interested, please contact the principal. She can let you know who the contact person is for obtaining this coverage. If you do not wish to take out Student Accident Insurance, your child’s health insurance is your responsibility. The Muscogee County School District does not carry health coverage on students.

 

CAFETERIA

Blanchard Cafeteria was automated during the 93-94 school year. Students use a bar-coded card containing the student name and number to access their account. Instead of students reporting their name to the cashier and having it checked off a roster, students use their cards. The money for the current day’s purchase is deducted from the account and an account history is maintained. There is a $3.00 replacement charge for mutilated, destroyed or lost cards, so it is important to talk with your child about taking care of the card when it is in his/her possession.

All classes have an assigned 30-minute lunch period, taken in the school cafeteria. Due to the number of students at Blanchard, scheduling is a critical factor for all common areas. Therefore, it is important that payment and serving be handled as smoothly as possible. Students have two methods for paying for their meals. The may pay cash on a daily basis of $1.35, (.40 cents for reduced) or they may pay in advance, preferable on Monday mornings. With the computerized system, students may pay the minimum of one week in advance or as far in advance as the entire school year.

The state and federal government currently subsidizes a part of each meal cost reducing the cost to the student to $1.35 and $2.75 for school personal. Adult meals for parents may be purchased at an un-subsidized price with tax of $3.50.

One carton of milk is served as part of all cafeteria lunches; extra cartons of milk may be purchased for .40 cents. Free meals and reduced-price meals are available for students meeting the state financial guidelines. Forms for these meals are available at registration or through the school office.

Menus are published weekly in the local newspaper, and sent home monthly in the “Owlette” so that students may decide in advance whether or not they want to purchase a meal. It is beneficial to the cafeteria to have a large percentage of students purchase their lunch. This enable s them to increase the number of positions in the lunchroom, and to purchase supplies in greater bulk at less cost. If a school lunch is not purchased, extra items, i.e., ice cream, cookies, etc. can not be purchased.

All meals are nutritionally balanced and meet federal, state and local requirements for daily and weekly allowances. These meals are prepared on the school premises by trained, certified staff. Certain foods, such as candy, chips, and soft drinks have been proven to have little or no nutritional value for children. Students are not allowed to bring carbonated drinks, candy, or gum to school. Please help us to get the best performance from students in the afternoon by preparing healthy sack lunches. It is the desire of the Blanchard faculty and staff that each student either have a sack lunch from home or a hot meal from the cafeteria. Lunches brought in from “Fast Food’ establishments are not allowed.

The cafeteria also serves breakfast each morning beginning at 8:10 a.m. The price is .85 cents for children (.30 cents for reduced) and $1.50 for adults.

Blanchard Paraprofessionals monitor the cafeteria. Parents should remind their students to please treat the lunch monitors with respect.

Parents are welcome to eat with their children at any time. Please make arrangements with the cafeteria three days in advance of your visit by calling #649-0683. We ask that “fast foods” and/or soft drinks not be brought to eat in the lunchroom. We also expect the students to use good manners while eating in the cafeteria. There may be times when the noise level is too high, that your child’s class will be assigned “silent lunch”. Please help your child to follow the rules by adhering to the guidelines.

BLANCHARD PTA COMMITTEES

Accelerated Reader

Works with the Media Center in maintaining the Accelerated Reader Program. Coordinates accumulated points and runs the Accelerated Reader Store.
