Rules for Drawing a Pedigree

1. Rules for drawing pedigrees: 

a. Squares represent males 

b. Circles represent female 

c. Horizontal lines represent parents 

d. Vertical or diagonal lines represent children 

e. Children should be place in birth order, or oldest to youngest. 

f. An X through a square or circle represents a deceased individual. 

g. The pedigree must have a title. 

h. A key to explain how the trait is represented must be visible. 

1. clear for normal

2. shaded for affected or diseased

3. Carriers are seen by half shaded objects

i. Several generations may be shown on the pedigree.
