Seven years had passed since Meteor. Seven long years, and the inevitability of chaos and destruction reigning supreme through the Two Years War. Rufus decided that it was time to destroy and rebuild. It was his namesake, the Corporation, higher and more powerful than ever before. This was only the beginning. This was the beginning of yet another chapter.


Sector 8 remained in ruins and was effectively locked down in 3079.
It would take an estimated five hundred billion Gil to clean up and rebuild the Sector that Kefka had incinerated with his super weapon. The Turks (Elena & Rude) were at this time resided in the lavish setting that was ShinRa HQ. Meanwhile Scarlet, who was currently on suspension from her duties, remained with a recovering Reno at the Turk Mansion. Rufus, who always seemed have a hate for Reno, put him on a special program. Since Reno was recovering from a coma, he required medical attention and prescriptions every so often. Rufus, without Reno's knowledge, put him on an addictive depressant substance known as Psyomedaphine; a psychological diluter, which would stabilize his recovery, and keep him physically and mentally weak; and therefore completely in Rufus' control. Reno's paranoia took over and he believed Tifa was `setting him up'
as the two had remained mutual friends (You could say) briefly, but
now that was over. With visions of monsters perusing him, he fought with the creatures outside of Midgar in the fields. He awoke several
hours later, in the daylight only a few miles from Kalm. Here he
checked into a hotel, popped a few more pills (which the doctor had
given him, the depressants) and fell into a deep sleep for two days.

Scarlett, who had accompanied Reno to ShinRa HQ, had of course lost
track of him. Worried, because of his condition and recent behavior,
she visited the Turks. They brushed her off. Scarlett
was more or less of a joke these days since her fuck up at Kalm two
years prior. Of course, the Turks were worried about their leader.
Scarlett left, and soon Kazneo arrived. She too had met Reno briefly
on the elevator just earlier that day, and she too was worried.
Kazneo, being the substitute Leader of the Turks (since appointed
two years prior, because of Reno's inability to lead), was more
respected by Elena & Rude. They all agreed to go search for him
themselves. They end up at Wallstreet, finding zero leads in Reno's
location.

Scarlett goes to Rufus, and they have a meeting. Neither of them had
spoken since her suspension, and Rufus was still just as pissed off
at her; so after lust is outplayed (for some reason these two are so
alike, it happens), and Rufus takes her in a ruthless fashion,
Scarlett is appointed Vice President of ShinRa.

As it had begun, the ShinRa Special Forces (SSF) was born during the
plight of the Two Years War (originally a local garrison army at Cosmo Canyon) which mostly consisting of freedom fighters and militia usually opposing the ShinRa. It had become the force that would bring the Cult of Kefka to its knees, and continued to be ShinRa's main authority over
the world while the Military was being redrafted and trained.
Barrett Wallace was the original leader of the SSF, and remained
that. A lot had changed since Meteor and Sephiroth, the world was a
different place and required different rules to keep the peace.
Understanding this, Barrett (although with some distaste and repute)
remained serving ShinRa as General of the SSF. Rufus had decided
that the SSF would become the new SOLDIER. Barrett would agree,
although only by HIS rules. 

At the closing of the year 3079, the SSF (The New SOLDIER) is
transitioned, and the ShinRa Military begins its build. Reno remains
in Kalm until his medication runs out, and because of withdrawal,
goes on a rampage at a bar and kills one man. He is thrown in a jail
in Kalm until he is deported to Junon by chopper. Rude, Elena, and
Kazneo (The Turks) give up hope in finding Reno and return to ShinRa
HQ; Kazneo returns to Rufus and tells him nothing.

With ShinRa now stabilized, Rufus begins re-construction of Sector
8. The SSF were now stationed and training in Junon. Part of the
agreement between Barrett and Rufus about the SSF, was that the old
methods of Mako Infusion were strictly prohibited, and oddly enough
Rufus had agreed. Rufus receives word from Junon that a man who had
been identified as Reno was imprisoned on a count of murder. Rufus
doesn't speak a word to anyone else. Reno stews in a cell for about
one month, and suffers the side effects of addiction from the drug
the entire time. One night, Reno at his weakest, he is taken out of
his cell and brought underground the city of Junon; Professor Hojo's
old lab where Kazneo had been kept during the Two Years War. Here he
is thrown into the same prison; however the experiments would have a
purpose. President Rufus himself ordered this, and there was some crucial backdrop to this event. Rufus pressed Professor Cyrus (Top Scientist of ShinRa), once a student of the infamous Hojo, to administer yet another experiment on the Turk. Data was collected from Hojo’s underground lab at Junon after his bloody demise. His final project entitled; The Final Solution. Hojo’s Solution. Although the paper work was vague and somewhat maniacal at points, it suggested that ‘a breed of powerful super-soldier, far greater than that of SOLDIER, and completely manipulative’ would be created. Meanwhile in Midgar, Rufus & Scarlett concern themselves with their
security, repair, and the economy. The NISEC is back in full force,
and everything in Midgar is back to normal. The Turks (Kazneo, Rude,
and Elena) are sent to Watui to re-establish peace, and spend two
months there.

2nd Quarter of 3080. Reno is submitted into a new type of Mako
Infusion. Apparently, a lot of Kefka's work had been documented by
Hojo himself and remained in the abandoned laboratory underneath the
City of Junon. The diary spoke of Kefka's old world, Espers,
Magicite, and of the Empire. Kefka's dagger had also been left
behind, which had a single piece of Magicite in it. These scientists
would ultimately be able to extract the essence of Mako-Magicite
(infused), which would make Reno the new generation of super soldier.
Of course like any highly unstable experiment, little knowledge is
know about the true outcome of a project. Reno's DNA would change.
Every cell in his body would become hyperactive and would continue
to absorb this energy until it was sucked dry. Rufus paid him a
visit mid-way through the experiment, and smirked at him. Reno,
barley conscious, could hear his voice, his laugh.
