Squirrel Score Directions
While the Squirrels Eggs game can be played with any number of players, we have set up a spreadsheet to tally scores, on a PC or laptop, which is based on the tournament version of our game.

This spreadsheet could be copied to many sheets and each sheet could be named for each table in the tournament.  

The PC or laptop could be connected to a display for all to see as the score keeper moves through the each sheet.

The referee (or referees) would keep the score keeper informed of score changes, or one or all players would be responsible to inform the score keeper. 

This format proves some automatic calculation of each players score

Manual Entry Items:

Players Name


Typed in order of lag winners or draw



Drawing numbers may be quicker than everyone lagging for break.



Playing order can be changed every set or carried though.

Ord
Set the order and then after 4 games have been played you can change the order of the players

Score


Typed as players pocket balls and upon win



Be careful adding and subtracting the negative scores especially

Set Number


Typed after set calculations are done and zeroing out the scores, games and 9-ball scratch



It’s a good idea to save the file often, but especially at the end of each set



Remember to zero out all of the manual entry cells bit not the “grayed” auto calc cells

9-Ball Scratch Number


Typed in (and added to) as 9-ball scratches happen for each set



No player gets a game win for a scratch on the 9-ball



This cell is to keep the total games played for the set accurate

Total Set Score


Typed in after 10 games played or all but one player falls 38 points behind



Points are sum of Score and Games won

Total Match Games

Typed in and added to after each set



Match games are tallied to use in case of a tie score at the end of the match
Automatic Display Items (Grayed areas):

Game Number

This is the sum of the players’ games won each set and 9-ball scratches typed in

Points Behind Leader


This is each players score below the highest score (currently set at “above” 37)

High Score


This is the number pre-set that calculates when a player has fallen out of the set

Games


The number of games won to add to 9-ball scratches for the total games played in the set
