The Task 

The main focus of your meteorologist team will be to write a script for the evening news that will convince producers that your team is new wave in meteorology. 

The script should include these components: 

1) Introduction 

2) A review of current weather conditions in the tri-state 

     area

3) A five day forecast

4) Check for upcoming local events that can be effected 

     by weather

5) Prepare to advise local residents how to be ready for 

    weather conditions at their event. 

6) Use your weather-tracking poster to demonstrate the 

    highs/lows, humidity, wind chill, daily temperatures, 

    and possible precipitation
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The Process 

Part One:  It’s always a good idea to start your report with some kind of fun fact about the weather to peak your audience’s interest.  To do this, your team should research the history of your areas weather.  Find out what the record high and low temperatures were in your location. Another way to peak interest is to include a Fun Fact about the city you are reporting on. You can use the following link to help find the information needed.






Part Two: The next thing your team should do is report on current weather conditions in major locations throughout the United States.  Your team should be prepared to report on current temperatures, temperature highs and lows for the day, precipitation, and any storms that may be brewing.

Part Three:  Now that you have given a general picture of what the weather was like across the country, now you will report on the specifics of the tri-state area.  Here you will use your Weekly Weather Data page to collect daily weather conditions for one week in order to get a birds eye view of how weather changes over a period of time.  Your team will also need to be able to report on current conditions and present a five-day forecast.  The following links will help you gather your information







Part Four:  In this part of your assignment, your meteorological team will need to find out if there are any upcoming events in your area.  You must determine how the upcoming weather can effect this event.  It will also be a good idea if your team can add suggestions as to how to prepare for the elements during their outing.


 




Part Five:  Now that you have successfully located all your information, your meteorologist team must put it all together to pitch to the network executives.  Using the information that you have obtained, create a PowerPoint presentation that will “Wow” the network.  If they are pleased with your pitch, they will allow your team to show what they are made of in front of the camera.

Part Six:  Your team will now create your demo tape to be submitted to the producers of NBC.  Network rules stipulate that each team member must take their turn in some capacity in front of the camera.  Upon completion, your team will head to the editing room where they will use I-Movie to put the finishing touches of your video.
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Evaluation 

The Network will be receiving many demo tapes from Meteorologist teams that are interested in replacing Al Roker.  In order to effectively evaluate each submission, they have created a Rubric that will be used to score each tape.
