Major Assessment/Calculation of Grades:  Evaluation of Student Progress

Grading Scale:   We will use the grading scale required by the State Board of Education.

Grading Procedures:    In each subject, daily work, projects, and homework scores will be averaged as 10% participation, 40% daily work, and 50% tests.

Student Records:  Grade books are kept in the teacher’s room.  Parents needing to discuss grades and may schedule an appointment for after school hours. Progress of student work is recorded in math, reading, and language arts folder, which are kept in the students’ permanent records.  These records are available to parents upon request.

Homework Policy:

1. Homework will be assigned Monday through Thursday.  It will include information and skills that have been or are being taught in class.  All homework will be checked.

2. All homework is to be turned in on the day that it is due.
3. If a student has a legitimate reason (illness, family emergency, etc.)  for being unable to complete their homework when due, a note from the parent on the day that the work is due may result in extra time to do the work.
