It’s a fresh start after break.  I have told the class that my expectations will be a lot tougher after Christmas, because they are now officially “well into fourth grade”.  This means that it’s time to start taking responsibility for their time and effort in school.  Some examples of behaviors that are expected are:

1. Respect everyone: meaning listening to others, being kind to others, and always having appropriate manners

2. Always being prepared for school: having 2 pencils sharpened before school begins, having notebook 
paper, pens, and all necessary school supplies ready for each day.
3. Raise your hand if you have a question or want to respond in class.

4. Turn in all work on time: use time wisely in class and at home.

5. Have fun learning! School can be a fun and interesting if we follow these expectations.  
Parents, thank you for working with me in order to help your child have a successful education.  
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The multiplication unit has come to an end.  The new unit for division will start next week.  The students will be learning how multiplication and division relate to each other, how to divide 1-digit into 2-digits and 2-digits, how to estimate, averages, and division problem solving.  
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Please encourage your child to read at home.  I also encourage you all to read a loud to your children for at least 15 min a night.  
The students are expected to start reading chapter books on their reading (lexile) levels.  I will be conferencing with different students daily, during our Self-Selected-Reading time, to record their progress and to discuss what they are reading.  This does not mean that they can only read chapter books.  I encourage the Reading Counts program, and reading other types of literature such as magazines, newspaper articles, and informatory books.
