In the name of Allah the Beneficent and the Merciful


When we are dead and have become dust and bones Shall then we indeed be raised again? (Qur'an 50:47)


Man thinks that, We shall not assemble his bones Yes Truly! We are able to restore his very fingers! (Qur'an 75:3-4)


The Hour will come there is no doubt And Allah will raise those who are in the graves. (Qur'an 22:7)


THE AFTERLIFE


The belief in life after death is universal; it is reflected in the teachings of all the major religions of the world, permeating culture and time. Despite tremendous scientific and technological achievements of the twentieth century, we know very little about the possibility of life after death. What happens to us on dying? What is soul? Does it leave the body to enter the spiritual world, which is beyond human perception in some other dimension? Are the souls reincarnated entering some other body to be recycled again as in the beliefs of some eastern religions? Is the soul captured and kept somewhere until the Day of Judgment to be reunited with the body that rises from the grave? How can a body that had decayed and disappeared into dust, regain its original shape and form? 


We live in a world that demands proof and is not just content with belief. The proof however, is only for the satisfaction of the believer, and belief comes from within our hearts. Even the greatest of proofs will not satisfy the non-believer, while the slightest evidence can be a great source of satisfaction for the believer. In this context let us look at the story of Prophet Ibrahim (peace be on him) given in the Qur'an. (Chapter ii verse 260.) Prophet Ibrahim wanted to know how Allah gives life to the dead. He had the faith of a man who was willing to sacrifice his own son for the sake of Allah, yet he wanted reassurance; which then was given to him in the form of a great miracle. Ordinary people like us are also in need of reassurance in a world where science and technology have assumed greater importance than religion. The Muslims are very fortunate in this respect as they posses the final revelation the Qur'an, a miracle for all times.


There is only one version of the Qur'an and it is the only religious book that even the critics of Islam admit was never altered since its revelation to Prophet Mohammed (Pbuh) fourteen hundred years ago. Scientific advancements have provided better understanding of many Qur'anic verses that may have appeared obscure in the past. The Qur'an accurately describes a variety of scientific facts that were discovered in the last one hundred years. This is one of the reasons that the Qur'an stands far above other religious books in its authority as a truly revealed book. 


The Qur'an in many verses describes the future of the universe and The Day of Judgment. The verses appear to depict some great final catastrophe that will affect the whole universe. Many chapters mention the final earthquake, the opening of gates in the sky and "a time" in which mankind will see what they had done before so that they will become witnesses against their own selves.


This article explores the similarities between the Qur'anic description of The Day of Judgment and some theories of cosmology that predict reversal of time in the future with the beginning of the contraction phase of the universe. You will be surprised to learn that the religious contention that man will rise from the grave is not a myth or wishful thinking but is based on real scientific principles. Some words of caution for the reader; scientific ideas keep on changing, and this presentation does not in any way mean that this is the only way for mankind to come back alive. Allah has absolute power, when He wishes something to happen He just says: "be," and it is.


IS RESURRECTION A PHYSICAL PROCESS?


It is Allah, Who sends the winds and they raise a cloud then leads it to a dead land and revives the earth after its death; such is the Resurrection (Qur'an 35:9)


The raising of clouds and the growth of plants following rain indeed appear miraculous and were considered as such in the past. Now we understand these as due to various natural laws. In the Qur'an the resurrection is compared to the physical processes such as the growth of plants after rain; this suggest that revival after death is also based on some physical laws created by Allah. 


Following are the main themes of the Day of Judgment that are described in the Qur'an:


The final earthquake and the transformation of the earth into a hollow sphere. 


Rising from the grave. 


A time when our hands feet and tongue will become witnesses against us. 


Opening of gates in the sky, through which every one will be removed to some other higher dimensions beyond the dying universe. 


All of the above events can be explained on the basis of reversal of time and the accompanying reversal of gravity, which the physicists believe has to happen if the time is going to reverse. Sometimes in the future the knowledge of the Day of Judgment that is given in the Qur'an might become widely known and accepted as the truth.


We shall show them our signs on the horizons and within themselves Until it will become apparent to them, that it is the truth Is your Lord not sufficient since He is witness over all things? (Qur'an 41:53)


AN INTRODUCTION TO COSMOLOGY


To understand how the future of the universe is linked to the Day of Judgment, some knowledge of cosmology is essential. In the next few pages we will learn, how the universe began, what it is like now and what are the possibilities in the future.


Our solar system consists of earth and eight other planets that are orbiting around a star that we call the sun. The sun, along with two hundred billion other stars, comprises our galaxy "The Milky Way." The galaxies are shaped roughly like a disc, with the stars orbiting at various distances around a large central mass. 


THE LIGHT YEAR


The universe is so vast that the distances between stars and galaxies have to be measured in "light years." A light year is the distance traveled by light in a year, at the speed of three hundred thousand kilometers per second. The distance between the earth and the sun is only eight minutes at the speed of light. Compared to this, the nearest star from the earth other than our sun, is four light years away. The galaxy we live in, "The Milky Way," is one hundred and fifty thousand light years across. This means that traveling at the speed of light, it would take one hundred and fifty thousand years to go from one side of Milky Way to the other. The galaxies on the average are separated from each other by ten million light years. Many hundred billion such galaxies are part of the truly gigantic universe.


The creation of the heavens and the earth Is definitely a greater thing than creation of mankind, However, most of mankind knows not (Qur'an 40:57)


THE RECEDING GALAXIES


The galaxies other than our "Milky Way" are moving away from us (receding from us) at tremendous speeds. This can be ascertained, by analyzing the light given off by the galaxies, by an instrument called the spectroscope. The more distant a galaxy is the greater is its speed of recession. This motion of the galaxies is due to the expansion of the universe. The universe began about fifteen to twenty billion years ago with a tremendous explosion called "The big bang" and has been expanding ever since. The universe is not just a sphere of galaxies rushing away from each other into unending emptiness of space. It can be compared to a balloon with many dots on it, each representing a galaxy. However, the surface of this balloon, which is two dimensional, represents all three dimensions of our space, and is expanding into a higher dimension, that is beyond our imagination.


THE FUTURE OF THE UNIVERSE


It is not known if the universe will expand forever, or if one day it will begin to contract. In either case, the future of all the inhabitants of the universe could be rather bleak. If the expansion continues, after billions of years, all the energy of the sun and stars will be exhausted and every living thing will freeze to death. Eventually, only the expanding emptiness will remain. Alternatively if there is enough mass in the universe, gravity will one day stop the expansion and then contraction will begin. A contracting universe would ultimately end in a very hot and compressed state called "The Big Crunch." This would also destroy all life forms, as we know them.


Besides the above two depressing and purposeless scenarios of the future, there is an another possibility. Some physicists feel that time may reverse when the universe begins contracting. This prospect has a striking resemblance to the Qur'anic description of the Day of Judgment.


THE FUTURE OF THE UNIVERSE AS DESCRIBED IN THE QUR'AN


Now, let us turn our attention to the verses in the Qur'an that describe the beginning, the expansion and eventually the contraction of the universe. There is marked similarity between the Qur'anic revelation and recent discoveries in cosmology. The Qur'anic verses however, go far beyond modern cosmology in describing the future of the universe. The Qur'an gives us insight into laws of the universe that are yet to be discovered---the laws of the contracting universe. 


THE BIG BANG


The universe came into existence billions of years ago with a tremendous explosion called "The big bang." This is clearly mentioned in the Qur'an in the following verses:


Have not "those who disbelieve" known heavens and earth were of one piece, We parted them and, We made every living thing of water Will they not then believe? (Qur'an 21:30)


The discovery of "The Big Bang" and that of "The aquatic origin of life" was made by the non-Muslims, ("those who disbelieve"). When the universe began all matter and space (heavens) was at one point (one piece). Then everything was separated in what the physicists describe as "The big bang." The evidence that the universe began in the "The big bang" is so overwhelming that it is now considered a fact and not just a theory.


THE EXPANSION OF THE UNIVERSE


The Universe has been expanding since its creation. Hubbell, an astronomer made this great discovery, in the early part of this century. It was also predicted by Einstein's theory of "General Relativity." The expansion of the universe is clearly mentioned in the following Qur'anic verses:


The heavens, We have built with power and, We are expanding it. (Qur'an 51:47)


THE CONTRACTION OF THE UNIVERSE AND THE REVERSAL OF TIME


Time is one of the most elusive mysteries of the universe. No one knows what time really is. Albert Einstein explained time by saying that time is something that we measure with the clock. Time passes slowly within objects moving at speeds close to that of light and stops altogether at the speed of light. Time also slows near massive objects like earth, sun, very dense stars called the neutron stars, and almost stops inside the super massive stars "the black holes." Time has a direction, it always moves towards the future. We see rain falling from the sky, objects breaking up, people getting older, and people dying. We do not see a glass becoming "unbroken" or anyone returning from the dead. That could happen only if time ran backwards. Some physicists like Michael Berry, Thomas Gold, and Steven Hawking have proposed that time may reverse when the universe begins to contract. Verses in the Qur'an suggest that one day the universe will start contracting and this will coincide with beginning of the Day of Judgment and reversal of time. 


"The day" when, We shall roll up the heavens as a recorder rolls up a written scroll. As We began the first creation, We shall repeat it. (Qur'an 21:104)


In the above verse, "The Day" means The Day of Judgment and the contraction of the universe, is compared to the closing of a scroll. This is when time may reverse. Reversal of time will cause man to rise from his grave and again become alive. Every event will be replayed again as everything has been recorded in time.


This book pronounces against you with truth We have caused (all) you did to be recorded. (In time) (Qur'an 45:29)


And there is nothing hidden in the heavens, Or the earth, but it is a clear record. (In time) (Qur'an 27:75)


As the history of earth runs backwards through time, nations will return one after another. All the good and evil deeds of the individual as well as that of the nations will be exposed as time reversal occurs.


And you will see each nation humbled, each nation called to its record. And it will be said to them: This day you are repaid for what you used to do (Qur'an 45:28) Time Reversal


The playing back of time will cause people to see what they had done previously. They will have no control over their hands, feet, mouths, and eyes. All the wrong and right things that were done before by them will be repeated again. In this sense, the mouths, hands, and feet, will become witnesses against them in front of the angels and Allah, and they will not be able to deny any of their wrong doings. 


On the day when their tongues and their hands and their feet Testify against them as to what they used to do (Qur'an 24:24)


We warn you of doom at hand. A day when a man will look on that his own hands has sent before, And the non-believers will cry: "Wish that we were dust" (Qur'an 78:40)


And, the messengers are brought into their time appointed (The prophets will be returned into their time as time runs backwards) (Qur'an 77:11)


NO FREE WILL IN THE CONTRACTING UNIVERSE


Man is given free will to choose between right and wrong in the expanding universe, that is, when all his deeds are recorded in time. In the contracting universe, there will be no free will, and no one will have power to help or harm others, or to change anything done in previous life. 


A day when no soul has power at all Over any other soul, The absolute command on that day is Allah's (Qur'an 82:19)


REVERSAL OF GRAVITY


When earth is shaken with her final earthquake (Qur'an 99:1)


Gravity is due to minute differences in time at different heights. Time passes at a slightly faster rate at the top of a mountain, as compared to the sea level. This difference in time, although imperceptible to us, is enough to make things fall to earth, and can be measured with the aid of atomic clocks. If time reverses in the contracting phase of the universe, then this time difference will also reverse. This will cause gravity to reverse so that everything will fall upwards, producing an earthquake of a magnitude never seen before. The earth and the mountains will be lifted up suddenly, and then come down crashing.


When the trumpet is blown one blast The earth with the mountains Shall be lifted and crushed with one crash (Qur'an 69:13-14)


The reversal of gravity will cause the earth to literally explode and turn inside out. The mountains will fall apart. The red-hot lava will be thrown out lighting up the sky like molten copper 


When the sky will be like molten copper And the hills will be like flakes of wool (Qur'an 70:8)


EARTH: "EMPTY" FROM INSIDE WITH THE SKY IN ITS CENTER


And when the earth is spread out And casts out all that was in her and is "Empty." (Qur'an 84:3-4)


The reversal of gravity will cause earth to expand outwards, throwing out all of its insides. The mass of the earth however, will not disperse, reversal of time will be directing all the matter to return to its previous position in time. Thus, time and gravity will become two opposing forces in the contracting universe. A balance between these two forces will change the earth into a large sphere, empty from inside. The position of the sky will also change so that it will occupy the center of the hollowed earth.


On the day when the earth will be changed To other than this earth and the heavens also And they (mankind) will come forth (rise from grave) unto Allah, The One The Almighty. (Qur'an 14:48)


The inner surface of the hollowed earth will be the exact-replica of the present day earth as time plays backwards. However, the outer surface of the earth will be made from the liquid lava that has been thrown out, thus it will become smooth without any mountains, hills, valleys or any kind of unevenness.


They will ask about the mountains, Say: My Lord will break them into scattered dust And leave it (earth) as an empty plane, So you see neither curve nor ruggedness.


The following verses describe the Day of Judgment in a comprehensive manner. The Day of Judgment will start with the final earthquake as gravity reverses. The reversal of gravity will cause the earth to throw out all that was once inside her, thereby becoming, completely empty. The hollowed earth will have the sky towards its center. The people will begin to rise from the graves coming back alive, one after another, "in scattered groups". The history of nations will be played back. Mankind will be totally powerless caught in the backward flow of time. They will helplessly reenact and witness their own deeds of the past. This drama will continue until every single person is resurrected and removed to the beyond. 


When earth is shaken with her final earthquake. And earth yields its burdens. (From within And man says what's wrong with her, That day she will relate her History (in time,) as your Lord inspires her That day mankind will issue forth in scattered groups to be shown their deeds (Qur'an 99:1-6)


WILL WE NOT REGRESS TO NOTHINGNESS WITH THE REVERSAL OF TIME?


To an inquiring mind, it may occur that the time reversal may raise us from the graves. What will happen then? Will we continue to grow younger, pass through our childhood and regress into nothingness in our mother’s wombs? This is also what time reversal theories say, again a purposeless exercise. Well not quite so! The thought of the great and final earthquake may instill fear into our hearts, but the real purpose is to make the higher dimensions accessible for escape from the collapsing universe. Allah has designed the universe with great precision. After the resurrection, arrangements have been made, to escape the unrelenting effect of time reversal, to beyond this universe. To understand how that will happen we need to grasp the concept of higher dimensions and black holes in space. 


THE HIGHER DIMENSIONS


Mathematically there are an infinite number of dimensions. However we only live in a three dimensional space. Every object in our daily lives has a length, width, and height. The concept that there are more than three dimensions is impossible to imagine. However, higher dimensions do exist as intense gravity near the sun causes the space to curve in an extra higher dimension. Einstein considered this for the first time and was able to accurately calculate the orbit of the inner planet Mercury. Einstein's theory of general relativity is based on the concept of higher dimensions.


We may gain some insight into the concept of higher dimensions by studying the difficulties faced by people in the past when they believed that the earth is flat. They were afraid of the possibility of falling off the earth if they traveled too far. This cannot happen because the surface of the earth is curved and continuous like that of a sphere. To get off the earth we need to move in a dimension (direction) that is perpendicular to the surface. That is straight up, from anywhere we are. We face a similar conceptual problem in understanding the higher dimensions. We may imagine that we can leave the universe only by traveling very far, but that is also not true. Even if we traveled billions of miles, we will remain within the confines of our three dimensional space which is curved into a higher dimension. If we ventured far enough, just like on earth we will return to the starting point from the other side.


We know that we cannot escape from Allah In the earth, nor can we escape by flight (Qur'an 72:12)


The only way to go beyond the universe is by moving into a higher dimension in a direction that is perpendicular to our three dimensional space, right from where we are. This is not possible now, as our space is not continuous with the higher dimensions. For that to happen, our space will have to literally be torn apart first and then be connected to the higher dimensions. This may happen only in the center of the black holes.


THE BLACK HOLES: "THE BLOCKED GATEWAYS" TO THE HIGHER DIMENSIONS


And heaven is opened and becomes as gates (Qur'an 78:19)


The opening of gates in the sky is a concept similar to that of black holes. Such openings can be the gateways to beyond the universe through the higher dimensions. Massive stars, which collapse inward under their own weight, can form black holes. Gravity in such objects is so strong that even light cannot escape and they become invisible. Hence, the name black holes. Physicists believe that space-time may be ripped apart in the black holes, producing gateways to beyond this universe. However, in the present expanding universe the mass of the black holes also obstructs the opening it is supposed to produce, thus preventing anything from escaping to the higher dimensions. 


In the contracting universe, this problem should not exist. The reversal of gravity will change earth and all the heavenly bodies into massive hollow structures with empty skies at their center. Gravity of even relatively lighter objects like earth, focused on the center-skies will have a run away effect. The fabric of space-time will be torn forming portals or gateways to the higher dimensions. Physicists may question as to how this may happen. What will be so different then? On the Day of Judgment Time will be related to the contraction of space. A faster time in the center-sky will lead to more faster contraction of space which will in turn lead to even faster time. This self-perpetuating cycle of faster time and faster contraction of space will eventually lead to rupture of space-time with formation of gateways to the beyond. 


The heavens will split asunder, For that day, it will be frail. (Qur'an 69:16)


It is fascinating to note that Qur'anic verses are brief and yet so precise. The above verses tell us that heavens will be torn, as on the Day of Judgment it will be frail. This obviously means that it is not frail now when the universe is expanding. You may recall that Cosmologist believe black holes are produced by very massive objects. As the mass of the object is crushed into smaller and smaller space, the gravity is supposed to increase exponentially. Time reversal theory places a limit on that as intense gravity also retards the expansion of space and slows time. When the expansion is brought to a halt, gravity which is time differential cannot increase any further and there is no such thing as infinite gravity. This is a protective mechanism, which prevents massive objects from making holes in space and disappearing from the universe. It reaffirms what Qur'an says that black holes cannot form in the expanding universe (i.e. heavens are not frail now but will be on the Day of Judgment.)


Mankind will see many strange things in the contracting universe that may cause confusion, (When sight is confounded.) One of these is the rising of sun from the west, which is mentioned, in an authentic tradition of Prophet Mohammad (PBUH). This phenomenon due to the reversal of time will be visible briefly, immediately followed by the final earthquake, which will change the earth into a hollow structure; from within which both the sun and the moon will not be visible. (The moon is eclipsed.) The gateways to beyond the universe will form in the center-sky, and may appear as a bright light constantly shining from straight above. This may cause us to wonder weather the sun and the moon have become one: (The sun and moon are united). This dilemma is probably mentioned in the following verses.


When sight is confounded, And the moon is eclipsed (hidden from view) And sun and moon are united. (Appear as one light) (Qur'an 75:7-9)


The stars will stop shining as the light moves back with reversal of time. They will also be hidden from view from within the hollowed earth.


When the stars are put out. (Qur'an 78:8)


ANGELS DESCEND THROUGH THE GATES IN THE SKY


A day when the heavens and the clouds will be rent Asunder and the angels will be sent down "A grand descent (Qur'an 25:25)


As the gates open in the center-sky of the earth, a spectacular site will be seen. Thousands of angels will descend down on to the earth to accomplish the task assigned to them on the Day of Judgment.


Think of the day when, We remove the hills, And you see the earth emerging and We gather them together, As to leave not one of them behind. (Qur'an 18:47)


Every single human being will be gathered before the ultimate demise of the universe in the fireball called the "Big crunch." The angels of "The grand descent" may accomplish the gathering and removal of humans to "The beyond". Qur'an reaffirms that no one will be left behind. 


That you shall "ride" on from plane to plane (Qur'an 84:19)


On our final journey through the portals in the sky, we may travel across many planes or dimensions. The word "ride" is used in the Qur'an, as if this journey will be accomplished by riding on "something."


As we leave this universe we may be collected together on some vast plane in an another dimension, every one will come from all times and places in history to face the judgment of their deeds and heaven and hell. This scenario is described in many traditions of Prophet Mohammad (PBUH.)


WHEN WILL THE DAY OF JUDGMENT ARRIVE?


Men ask you of the Hour. Say the knowledge of it is with Allah only. What can convey to you that may be the Hour is near. (Qur'an 33:63)


They bid you to hasten on the doom. And if a term had not been appointed, The doom would have definitely come on them. And it will come upon them suddenly When they perceive not. (Qur'an 29:53)


It seems that if we knew the rate at which the expansion of the universe is slowing, then we should be able to predict when the Day of Judgment will begin. If time is related to the expansion of space, we cannot observe the slowing of the expansion. As an example, consider a car with its clock connected to its wheels in a way that the speed of time would depend on the speed of the car. If the car slowed-down the clock will also run slowly and speed of the car if calculated, using the slowed clock would always appear the same. Similarly as the expansion of the universe slows, our time and our motion also slows, therefore the rate of expansion will appear the same. Paradoxically the expansion in the far-reaches of the universe which depends on the increase of total intervening space may even seem to be faster when measurements are made with our local slower time. This phenomenon has been observed recently by astronomers leading them to erroneously believe that the expansion of the universe is getting faster.


The threatened hour is near. None beside Allah can disclose it Are you surprised then at this statement? (Qur'an 53:57-59)


Even the most advanced civilization in the universe would always observe that the universe is expanding at the same steady rate or even faster then with what it started. This means, that the beginning of the Day of Judgment cannot be predicted. Only Allah, who is independent of time, knows of the real timing of the Day of Judgment.


WAITING IN THE GRAVE FOR THE DAY OF JUDGMENT TO ARRIVE?


On that Day, He shall gather them together It will seem as if they have stayed (in the grave) for an hour, recognizing one another. Those who were not guided and denied the meeting with Allah will perish. (Qur'an 10:45)


In the Qur'an, the soul is compared to consciousness and death is compared to sleep. Once death overcomes us there is no perception of the passage of time and the next thing that we see will be the Day of Judgment. 


And on The Day when the Hour arrives the guilty will swear that they Remained (dead) but for an hour, thus they were ever deceived (Qur'an 30:55-56)


Nevertheless, to those, to whom knowledge and faith are given, will say:


"The truth is that you have remained (dead) until the Day of Resurrection By Allah's decree. This is the Day of Resurrection, but you used not to know."


On The Day of Judgment, the reality of afterlife and the true religion Islam will become clear to everyone. Those who had indulged in evil deeds and followed false beliefs will wish that they had never existed; but they will have to face the final justice.


To Allah belongs the Sovereignty of heavens and the earth On the Day when the Hour rises, Those who followed falsehood will be lost. (Qur'an 45:27)


SUMMARY


With the tremendous scientific advancements of the twentieth century, we have placed our trust in science and technology to solve all our problems. Dazzled by the ability of technology to produce quick results, our faith in Allah has become weak. Our actions are for worldly goals, although a stronger belief in Allah and fear of accountability in the afterlife could make us better people. We can see the consequences of lacking these in the moral decay that is afflicting many societies all over the world.


Allah has sent guidance to human beings according to the conditions existing at that moment in history. When the Pharaohs ruled, magic was a very popular pastime. Then Moses (Peace be on him: Pbuh) came with miracles from Allah and defeated the magicians of the Pharaoh's court. The people at the time of Jesus (Pbuh) were similarly deep into miracles, and we can see that the life of Jesus (Pbuh) is full of miracles. When Mohammad (Pbuh) came, the Arabic language and poetry was at the height of its development. The Qur'an with its clear message was revealed in the most eloquent poetry with a style unique and unmatched.


However, the Qur'an is a miracle and guidance for all times, therefore it is only appropriate to believe that it may be the source of the most exciting discoveries of the age of science. Science, with help from the Qur'an may discover what religion has maintained all along, that rising from the grave is going to happen.


There are many theories about the future of the universe. Despite a great deal of knowledge, scientists are unable to decide which one of these is correct. The belief that the universe has a purpose and the knowledge given in the Qur'an, may be the best guide in our search for the truth


Many verses in the Qur'an describe the Day of Judgment. We live in a universe that has been expanding since its creation billions of years ago. Both the birth of the universe with the "Big Bang" and its expansion are described in the Qur'an. Scientists do not know if the expansion will continue forever, or if one day the universe will begin to contract. However, the Qur'anic verses suggest that the universe will not expand forever and that the Day of Judgment will begin with the contraction of the universe. It appears that time and gravity will reverse when the universe begins to contract. Reversal of time will bring about the resurrection from the grave. In this time reversed world we will come across all the good and evil that we did in our lives. Reversal of gravity will be the cause of the final earthquake, mentioned in the Qur'an. This will change the earth so that it will be turned inside out and be transformed into a giant hollow sphere with the sky towards its center. The reversed gravity focused towards the "earth's center-sky" will have a runaway effect on space. The space in the center-sky will be literally torn apart to produce openings or gates to the higher dimensions that are beyond our universe. Through these openings, we will be removed from the collapsing universe.


Everyone will be taken away to escape the unrelenting effect of time reversal that could regress us to nothingness in our mother's wombs. In some higher dimension or plane mankind will be brought together from all times and places in history, to face the judgment for their deeds and hell or heaven.


It is worth noting that Day of Judgment is a universal event that will happen on every planet in the universe. No amount of earthly wars, atomic bombs, or hits by comets, or asteroids, will ever bring about the Judgment Day. From the Qur'an, it appears that the timing of the Day of Judgment will never be known and it may come at any time. We should be aware that The Day of Judgment is very near to every one of us as there is no perception of passage of time after death.


The agony of death comes in truth; this is what you wished to avoid, And the trumpet is blown; this is the threatened Day. (Qur'an 50:19-20)


As we go through our daily life we should keep in mind that everything big and small that we do is being recorded in time. If we do not take steps to protect ourselves from evil, in addition to the threat of severe punishment, we stand the chance of great embarrassment on the Day of Judgment. The reversal of time will expose all our secrets.


I hope this article will serve as a source of warning as well as encouragement to the believers. They will realize that, The Day of Judgment is a religious, scientific and mathematical truth, which every one will have to face; and our deeds in this world will determine our fate in the eternal life. There is no doubt however, that the real knowledge of the Day of Judgment is with Allah only. 
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Some Minor Signs �The minor signs are scattered through the hadith literature, and depending on the method of counting and other criteria, they can number from fifty to over hundred. A couple are mentioned in the Gabriel Hadith. Let us proceed now to mention some more of them. 


Hadith 1 w On the authority of Anas : the Prophet (may Allah bless him and his Household and grant them peace)said, "Among the portents of the Hour is that people will compete with one another in [building and decorating] mosques." [Nasa'i] 


Hadith 2 w On the authority of Anas ibn Malik : He said : I heard the Messenger of Allah D say, "Indeed, among the portents of the Hour are that knowledge will decrease, ignorance will abound, adultery will become widespread, wine will be drunk, and men will be few and women will be many, to the extent that there will be a single provider for fifty women." [Bukhari and Muslim] �Those fifty women need not necessarily all be his wives (which is not allowed in Islam, of course). Although some people may come to falsely legitimize it (as was done by a ruler during the time of al-Qurtubi), it seems probable that among the fifty will be not only wives, but also mother, daughters, sisters, aunts, and the like. 


Hadith 3 w "Time will contract (i.e. it will appear to be shorter, and its blessings will vanish, such that people will accomplish less in more time), knowledge will be lifted up, stinginess will be cast [into people’s hearts], tribulations will appear, and killing will be much." [Ahmad, Bukhari, Muslim, Abu Dawud] 


Hadith 4 w "Make haste to do [good] deeds before six [things] : �[1] the leadership of fools, �[2] the proliferation of police / government agents, �[3] the selling of judgement, �[4] blood being taken lightly, �[5] severance of [ties of] kinship, �[6] people who will take the Qur’an as music, sending ahead one of them to sing for them, even though he may be least of them in knowledge/understanding [of the religion]." [Ahmad, Tabarani] 





The Approach of the Major Signs �We can consider that the minor signs lead up to the major signs, which in turn lead up to the end of this world. In the following hadith, the Prophet (may Allah bless him and his Household and grant them peace)gives us some idea of the succession of these events: 


"Count six before the Hour : �[1] my death, �[2] then the conquest of Jerusalem, �[3] then a [wholesale] death which will take from you like qu`as al-ghanam [a disease which afflicts sheep, leaving them dead], �[4] then the abundance of wealth to the extent that a man will be given 100 dinar but remain unhappy [i.e. inflation], �[5] then a tribulation [which is such that] no house of the Arabs will remain without it entering, �[6] then a truce which will occur between you and the Romans, and then they will prove treacherous, such that they will come to you beneath 80 banners, under each banner 12,000 [men]." [Bukhari] 


We will pick up from here, inshaAllah, next time. However, whether or not we witness all of these signs, we should realize that once we die - and the time of death is uncertain - the Hour has effectively come for us. Hence, we should make haste to correct our beliefs, repent from our sins, increase our knowledge of Islam, and strive to do more good deeds so as to strengthen our iman and draw nearer to Allah. May Allah save us from the worst of the trials and tribulations.

The Quran refers to Gog & Magog twice in Quran, in 18:94 & 21:96. It is a great blessing upon us that we have some additional information about Gog & Magog through Dr. Rashad Khalifa, God's Messenger of the Covenant1. Below are the relevant verses for this topic taken from Dr. Khalifa's English translation of Quran2.


[18:93] When he reached the valley between two palisades, he found people whose language was barely understandable.�[18:94] They said, "O Zul-Qarnain, Gog and Magog are corruptors of the earth. Can we pay you to create a barrier between us and them?"�[18:95] He said, "My Lord has given me great bounties. If you cooperate with me, I will build a dam between you and them.�[18:96] "Bring to me masses of iron." Once he filled the gap between the two palisades, he said, "Blow." Once it was red hot, he said, "Help me pour tar on top of it."�[18:97] Thus, they could not climb it, nor could they bore holes in it.�[18:98] He said, "This is mercy from my Lord. When the prophecy of my Lord comes to pass, He will cause the dam to crumble. The prophecy of my Lord is truth."�[18:99] At that time, we will let them invade with one another, then the horn will be blown, and we will summon them all together.�Footnote for 18:94-98: One of my duties as God's Messenger of the Covenant is to state that Gog and Magog, the final sign before the end of the world, will reappear in 2270 AD (1700 AH), just 10 years before the end. Note that Gog and Magog occur in Suras 18 and 21, precisely 17 verses before the end of each sura, representing 17 lunar centuries (see 72:27 and Appendix 25)3.�[21:95] It is forbidden for any community we had annihilated to return.�[21:96] Not until Gog and Magog reappear, will they then return - they will come from every direction.�[21:97] That is when the inevitable prophecy will come to pass, and the disbelievers will stare in horror: "Woe to us; we have been oblivious. Indeed, we have been wicked."�Footnote for 21:96: By the year 2270 AD, thanks to God's mathematical miracle in the Quran (Appendix 1)4, America will be the heart of Islam5, and billions around the globe will have believed in the Quran (9:33, 41:53, 48:28, 61:9). Gog and Magog (allegorical names of villainous communities), will be the only bastions of heathenism, and they will attack the submitters. That is when the world will end (15:87, 18:94, Appendix 25). The emergence of the beast ^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^ AMONG the signs of the Hour will be the emergence of a beast from the earth. It will be very strange in appearance, and extremely huge; one cannot even imagine what it will look like. It will emerge from the earth and shake the dust from its head. It will have with it the ring of Solomon and the rod of Moses. People will be terrified of it and will try to run away, but they will not be able to escape, because such will be the decree of Allah. It will destroy the nose of every unbeliever with the rod, and write the word "Kafir" on his forehead; it will adorn the face of every believer and write the word "Mu'min" (true believer) on his forehead, and it will speak to people. Allah SWT said: "And when the Word is fulfilled against them (the unjust), We shall produce from the earth a Beast to (face) them: it will speak to them,'" (al-Naml 27.82) Ibn 'Abbas, al-Hasan and Qutadah said that "It will speak to them" (tukallimuhum) means that it will address them. Ibn Jarir suggested that it means that the Beast will address them with the words "'for that mankind did not believe with assurance in Our Sings" (al-Naml 27:82 - latter part of the Ayah). Ibn Jarir reported this from 'Ali and 'Ata' It was reported from Ibn 'Abbas that tukallimuhum means that the Beast will cut them, i e, it will write the word "Kafir" on the forehead of the unbeliever. It was also reported from Ibn 'Abbas that he will both address them and cut them; this suggestion incorporates both of the previous suggestions; and Allah knows best. We have already mentioned the Hadith of Hudhayfah ibn Usayd, in which the Prophet (sallallahu alayhe wa sallam) is reported to have said, "The Hour will not come until you see ten signs: the smoke; the Dajjal; the Beast; the sun rising from the West; the descent of Jesus son of Mary; Gog and Magog; and three landslides - one in the East, one in the West, and one in Arabia, at the end of which fire will burst forth from the direction of Aden (Yemen) and drive people to the place of their final assembly." Abu Hurairah said: "The Prophet (sallallahu alayhe wa sallam) said, 'Hasten to do good deeds before six things happen: the rising of the sun from the West, the smoke, the Dajjal, the Beast, the (death) of one of you or general tribulation." (Muslim.) Baridah said: "The Prophet (sallallahu alayhe wa sallam) took me to a place in the desert, near Makkah. It was a dry piece of land surrounded by sand. The Prophet (sallallahu alayhe wa sallam) said, 'The Beast will emerge from this place. It was a very small area." (Ibn Majah.) It was reported from Abu Hurairah that the Prophet (sallallahu alayhe wa sallam) said, "The Beast of the Earth will emerge, and will have with it the rod of Moses and the ring of Solomon." It was also reported that he said, "(The Beast) will destroy the noses of the unbelievers with the ring, - so that people seated around one table will begin to address one another with the words "O Believer!" or "O Unbeliever!" (i e, everyone's status will become clear). (Ibn Majah.) 'Abd Allah ibn 'Amr said, "I memorised a Hadith from the Prophet (sallallahu alayhe wa sallam) which I have not forgotten since. I heard the Prophet (sallallahu alayhe wa sallam) say, 'The first of the signs (of the Hour) to appear will be the rising of the sun from the West and the appearance of the Best before the people in the forenoon. Whichever of these two events happens first, the other will follow immediately.'" (Muslim). That is to say, these will be the first extraordinary signs. The Dajjal, the descent of Jesus (alayhe salam), the emergence of Gog and Magog, are less unusual in that they are all human beings. But the emergence of the Beast, whose form will be very strange, its addressing the people and classifying them according to their faith or unbelief, is something truly extraordinary. This is the first of the earthly signs, as the rising of the sun from the West is the first of the heavenly signs. THE RISING OF THE SUN FROM THE WEST ALLAH SWT says: "Are they waiting to see if the angels come to them, or thy Lord (Himself), or certain of the Signs of thy Lord? The day that certaof thesigns of thy Lord do come, no good will it do to a soul to believe in them then, if it believed not before nor earned righteousness through its faith. Say: 'Wait ye: we too are waiting'" (al-Anam 6:158.) It was reported from Abu Sa'id al-Khudri that the Prophet (sallallahu alayhe wa sallam) explained, "The day that certain of the Signs of thy Lord do come, no good will it do to a soul to believe in them then", referring to the rising of the sun from the West. (Ahmad.) Abu Hurairah said, "The Prophet (sallallahu alayhe wa sallam) said, 'The Hour will not come until the sun rises from the West. When the people see it, whoever is living on earth will believe, but that will be the time when - No good will it do to a soul to believe in them then, if it believed not before'" (Bukhari.) It was also reported from Abu Hurairah that the Prophet (sallallahu alayhe wa sallam) said, "The Hour will not come until the sun rises from the West. When it rises and the people see it, they will all believe. But that will be the time when 'No good will it do to a soul to believe in them then'" (Bukhari.) It was reported from Abu Hurairah that the Prophet (sallallahu alayhe wa sallam) said, "There are three things which, if they appear, 'No good will it do to a soul to believe in them then, if it believed not before nor earned righteousness through its faith' They are: the rising of the sun from the West, the Dajjal, and the Beast of the Earth." (Ahmad, Muslim, Tirmidhi.) Abu Dharr said, "The Prophet (sallallahu alayhe wa sallam) asked me, 'Do you know where the sun goes when it sets? I said, 'I do not know'He said, 'It travels until it prostrates itself beneath the Throne, and asks for permission to rise again. But a time will come when it will be told, 'Go back whence you came.' That will be the time when 'No good will it do to a soul to believe in them then, if it believed not before nor earned righteousness through its faith'" (Bukhari.) 'Amr ibn Jarir said, "Three Muslims were sitting with Marwan in Madinah, and heard him say, whilst talking about the Signs of the Hour, that the first of them would be the appearance of the Dajjal. The three went to 'Abd Allah ibn 'Amr, and told him what they had heard Marwan say concerning the Signs. 'Abd Allah said, 'Marwan has not said much. I memorised a Hadith like that from the Prophet (sallallahu alayhe wa sallam) which I have not forgotten since. I heard the Prophet (sallallahu alayhe wa sallam) say: The first of the signs will be the rising of the sun from the West, and the emergence of the Beast in the forenoon. Whichever of the two comes first, the other will follow immediately'" "The 'Abd Allah, who was widely-read, said, 'I think that the first to happen will be the rising of the sun from the West. Every time it sets, it goes beneath the Throne, prostrates itself, and seeks permission to rise again. A time will come when three times it will seek permission and will receive no reply, until, when part of the night has passed and it realises that even if it were given permission, it would not be able to rise on time, it will say: "O my Lord, how far the rising-point is from me! What can I do for the people now?" Then it will seek permission to go back, and it will be told: 'Rise from where you are now' - and it will rise from the West'" Then 'Abd Allah recited the Ayah: "No good will it do to a soul to believe in them then, if it believed not before nor earned righteousness through its faith." (Ahmad.) Some scholars interpret "the rising of the sun from the West" as meaning that Islam will appear in the West, as strong as it was in the beginning, and that the people of the West will carry the flag of Islam. THE SMOKE WHICH WILL APPEAR AT THE END OF TIME MASRUQ said: "While a man was giving a speech among the people of Kindah, he said, 'There will be smoke on the Day of Resurrection which will deprive the hypocrites of their hearing and sight, but the believers will only suffer something like a cold' We were terrified, so we went to Ibn Masud, who was reclining. When he heard about this, he became angry and sat up, and said: 'O people, whoever knows a thing, let him say it; but whoever does not know, let him say, "Allah knows best." It is a part of knowledge, when one does not know something, to say "Allah knows best." Allah SWT said to His Prophet Mohammad (sallallahu alayhe wa sallam): "Say: 'No reward do I ask of you for this (Qur'an), nor am I a pretender'" (Sad 38:86.) "Quraysh were being slow in embracing Islam, so the Prophet (sallallahu alayhe wa sallam) prayed against them, saying, 'O Allah, help me against them by sending seven years of famine like those of Joseph.' They were afflicted by a year of famine in which they were destroyed, and ate dead animals and bones. They began to see something like smoke between the sky and the earth. Abu Sufyan came and said, 'O Mohammad! You came to command us to keep good relations with our relatives, and your people have perished, so pray that Allah may relieve them'" The Ibn Mas'ud recited, "Then watch thou for the Day that the sky will bring forth a kind of smoke (or mist) plainly visible, Enveloping the people: this will be a Penalty Grievous. (They will say:) 'Our Lord! Remove the Penalty from us, for we do truly believe! How shall the Message be (effectual) for them, seeing that an Apostle explaining things clearly has (already) come to them? Yet they return away from him and say: 'Tutored (by others), a man possessed! We shall indeed remove the Penalty for a while, (but) truly ye will revert (to your ways)." (al-Dukhan 44:10-15) Ibn Maud asked: "Will their punishment in the Hereafter be removed so they can go back to their Kufr?" Allah SWT said: "One day We shall seize you with a mighty onslaught: We will indeed (then) exact Retribution!" (al-Dukhan 44:16) "...and soon will come the inevitable (punishment)!" (al-Furqan 25:77) These Ayat refer to the Day (Battle) of Badr. Allah SWT said: "Alif-Lam-Mim. The Romans (Byzantines) have been defeated - in a land close by; but they, (even) after (this) defeat of theirs, will soon be victorious - within a few years'" (al-Rum 30: 1-3) (Bukhari.) This speaker's suggestion - that the idea that the smoke would be on the Day or Resurrection was not a good one - made Ibn Masud react angrily. But the smoke will appear before the Day of Resurrection; it will be one of the signs, which are: the Beast, the Dajjal, the Smoke, and Gog and Magog, as the Ahadith narrated from Abu Sarihah, Abu Hurairah and other Sahabah indicate. As mentioned in the Sahih Ahadith, the fire which will appear before the Day of Resurrection will burst forth from the direction of Aden, and drive the people to the place of their final assembly. It will move with them and halt with them, and will devour any who lag behind.





Dajjal - The Dark Messiah By A Student of Darul Uloom, Bury, U.K. ‘…But I will tell you something which no Prophet has told his people.Verily he (Dajjal) is one-eyed and Allah is not one-eyed.’ (Bukhari)  The change in the weather had been sudden and dramatic, tossing the small fishing vessel around like a piece of flotsam; until it was no more than that. Its crew, a group of Sahaabah radiyallahu anhum (the companions of the Holy Prophet Muhammad �, peace & blessings be upon him), were washed up onto the shore of a foreign beach.  When they regained consciousness, they found that they all had survived the wreck. They decided to explore the island to see whether they could find someone to help them, maybe supply them with a boat.  It wasn’t long before they met a woman washing her hair in a rock pool. She directed them to a cave, managing to convey to them that there was someone there who wanted to speak with them. Intrigued, they entered the cave.  Within, they found a short man with only one eye, chained to the cavern wall. Right away, he began to ask them questions, whether certain events had taken place or not. They answered truthfully because of their nature. They could feel the evil of this man like a physical presence. When they had confirmed all that he had asked, the man said, ‘Alas, my time is near.’  The companions managed to get off the island and returned home safely. Upon arriving, they told their story to the Prophet �(peace & blessings be upon him). It was then that they first heard of Dajjal, the Dark Messiah.  There are three aspects of Dajjal:  1. The individual  2. A world wide social and cultural phenomenon  3. An unseen force.  The latter two aspects of Dajjal have been explained and outlined brilliantly by Ahmed Thomas in his book ‘Dajjal - The King Without Clothes.’ Through intense research, he has managed to write a brilliant account of scary facts that bring home the full weight of reality. He explains the social and cultural phenomenon as a system that is being prepared by the minions and followers of Dajjal, through which he will operate and spread his evil. The Unseen Force is defined as the supernatural beings, such as Djinns and UFO’s, who abduct and posses humans to further his cause. Contemporary books such as ‘Omen’ and ‘Body Snatchers’, paint a frightening image of possibilities.   In this article, I intend to unveil the first aspect; the individual. The Book of Revelations by John (New Testament) contains prophecies regarding the Anti Christ. However, over the times, many alterations have occurred in the original text and the commentaries have deviated from the actual meanings. That and the lack of consistency have left it in doubt of reliability and accuracy. Hence, there only remains the Hadith of the Noble Prophet Mohammed �(peace & blessings be upon him) as the only accurate source of information.  In a Hadith narrated by Imran ibn Hussain radiyallahu anhum, the Prophet �(peace & blessings be upon him) said, ‘Since the birth of Adam till the advent of Qiyaamah (Judgement Day) there is no fitnah (tribulation) much greater than that of Dajjal.’  (Muslim)  In anyone’s book, Dajjal is the embodiment of evil. A wise man once said, ‘Know your enemies and keep them close to you. By knowing them, you know your weakness, thus neutralising their potency.’ There are many Hadith which describe Dajjal’s appearance, his height and his powers.  Ubadah ibn Saamit radiyallahu anhu narrates that the Last Prophet �(peace & blessings be upon him) said, ‘I have explained Dajjal to you, but I fear that you might not have understood. Maseeh-ud-Dajjal will be short and his legs will be crooked. The hair on his head will be extremely twisted. He will have one eye, while his other eye will be flat. It will be neither deep, nor protruding.’  Ibn Umar radiyallahu anhuma narrates from the Last Prophet �(peace & blessings be upon him) regarding Dajjal, ‘…red complexioned, fat, curly haired man, blind in the right eye which looks like a bulging grape.’  (Bukhari)  According to the many Ahaadith describing Dajjal, the most distinguishing feature of his face besides the bulging eye will be the Arabic letters Kaaf (k), Faa (f), Raa (r), on his forehead. These letters spell Kufr (disbelief). All believers, regardless of their literacy will decipher these letters.  It has also been ascertained from the Hadith that he will emerge from between Syria and Iraq, and his emergence will become known when he is in Isfahaan, at a place called Judea. He will be of Jewish origin and the Jews of Isfahaan will be his main followers and they will refer to him as the Messiah. As he goes on through the world, Jews and a great number of non-Jewish women will flock to him upon witnessing his false miracles.  Imran ibn Hussain radiyallahu anhu narrated from the Prophet Mohammed �(peace & blessings be upon him), ‘Those who hear about Dajjal should stay away from him. By Allah! A person will approach him thinking himself to be a believer. But on seeing his amazing feat he will become his follower.’  (Abu Dawood)  ‘The Beast was taken and with him the false prophet who wrought miracles before him with which he deceived them.’  (Revelation:19)  The miracles and feats spoken of by the Prophet �(peace & blessings be upon him) and John, the writer of the Book of Revelations, are further clarified by the Hadith narrated by Hadhrat Huzaifah radiyallahu anhu:  ‘Dajjal will be blind in the right eye. He will have thick hair on his body and he will also have Paradise and Hell with him. Though his Paradise will appear as Jannah, in reality it will be Hell, and likewise, though his Hell will appear like Jahannnam, in reality it will be Paradise.’  (Muslim)  Those who obey the Dark Messiah will enter his Paradise (and thus enter Hell), and those who denounce him will enter his Hell (and so shall in reality be entering Paradise). He will travel by means of a gigantic mule, at impossible speeds. He will cause droughts and famine upon those who reject him. But the remembrance of the true Lord will satiate them.  Ubadah ibn Saamit radiyallahu anhu narrates from the Noble Prophet �(peace & blessings be upon him), ‘If you still have any doubts regarding him (Dajjal), then remember, your Sustainer is not one-eyed.’  Ibn Umar radiyallahu anhuma narrates from the Noble Prophet �(peace & blessings be upon him), ‘Allah is not one-eyed, while Maseeh-ud-Dajjal is blind in the right eye.’  (Bukhari)  He will remain on the Earth for a period of forty days, of which the first day will be as long as a year, the second day as long as a month, the third as a week and the rest will be normal in length. He will try to gain entry to the two holy cities Makkah and Madinah, but the angels who guard them will bar him from them. From there, he will flee to Syria, where he will meet resistance from the forces of Imam Mahdi, the leader of the Muslims. Then shall the battle between Good and Evil begin in earnest.  Imran ibn Hussain radiyallahu anhu narrates from the Noble Prophet Mohammed �(peace & blessings be upon him), ‘There will always be a group of people upon the path of Allah, overpowering their enemies until the Order Of Allah comes and Isa alaihis salaam (Jesus - peace be upon him) descends.’  Finally, when the spirit of the Muslims begins to ebb, Isa (Jesus - peace be upon him) will be commanded by Allah to descend from the heavens. He will not descend as a prophet, but as a follower of the Prophet Muhammad �(peace & blessings be upon him) and Islam.  ‘Anti Christ in Christian Theology, the opponent of Christ. The appearance of the Anti Christ is believed to signal the Second Coming, at which Christ would conquer his opponent. The concept may stem from the idea of conflict between light and darkness, which is present in Persian, Babylon and Jewish literature and which influences early Christian Theology.’  (Hutchinsons Encyclopaedia)  As before, through the medium of the Hadith, the event of Isa (Jesus - peace be upon him)’s return and all that follows has been accurately recorded. He will descend on Mount Afeeq, on the white Eastern Minaret of Damascus. He will descend from the heavens with his hands resting on the shoulders of two angels. His cheeks will be flat and his hair straight. When he lowers his head it will seem as if water is flowing from his hair, when he raises his head, it will appear as though his hair is beaded with silvery pearls.  He will descend during the time of Fajr and the leader of the Muslims will address him thus, ‘O`Roohullah, lead the salat.’  Isa (Jesus - peeace be upon him) will decline with the words, ‘The virtue of this Ummah is that they lead each other.’  After the prayer, Isa (Jesus - peeace be upon him) will prepare himself to do battle and shall take up a spear. An army shall return from a campaign launched before the arrival of Isa (Jesus - peeace be upon him). They shall bring glad tidings of victory over India, granted to them by the Lord Almighty. Isa (Jesus - peeace be upon him) shall set out in pursuit of Dajjal. All those who embraced the evil of Dajjal shall perish even as the breath of Isa (Jesus - peeace be upon him) touches them. The breath of Isa (Jesus - peeace be upon him) shall proceed him as far as the eye can see. Dajjal will be captured at Lydda. The Dark Messiah shall begin to melt, as lead melts in fire. The spear of Isa (Jesus - peeace be upon him) shall plunge into Dajjal’s chest, ending his dreaded reign. The followers of Dajjal will be rooted out, for even the trees and rocks will speak out against them. Then all battles shall cease and the world will know an age of peace. Then truly the sheep will lie in the shadow of the wolf without fear. The rule of Jesus will be just and all shall flock to him to enter the folds of the one true religion, Islam.

Hadith 7015 (Muslim Hadith)


God's Apostle (peace be upon him) mentioned of the Dajjal one day in the morning. He sometimes described him as insignificant and sometimes described (his turmoil) as very significant (and we felt) as if he were in the cluster of the date-palm trees. When we went to him (to the Holy Prophet) in the evening and he read (the signs of fear) on our faces, he said: What is the matter with you? We said: God's Apostle (peace be upon him) you mentioned the Dajjal this morning (sometimes describing him) as insignificant and sometimes very important, until we began to think he was present in some (nearly) part of the cluster of the date-palm trees. So he said: I harbour fear in regard to you in so many other things besides the Dajjal. If he comes forth while I am among you, I shall contend with him on your behalf, but if he comes forth while I am not among you, a man must contend on his own behalf and God will take care of every Muslim on my behalf (and safeguard him against his evil). He (the Dajjal) will be a young man with twisted, cropped hair, and a blind eye. I compare him with AbdulUzza ibn Qatan. He who among you will survive to see him should recite over him the opening verses of Surah al-Kahf (xviii). He will appear on the way between Syria and Iraq and will spread mischief right and left. O servant of God! Adhere (to the path of Truth). We said: God's Apostle (peace be upon him), how long will he stay on Earth? He said: For forty days, one day like a year, one day like a month, one day like a week, and the rest of the days will be like your days. We said: God's Apostle (peace be upon him) will one day's prayer suffice for the prayers of the day equal to one year? Thereupon he said: No, but you must make an estimate of the time (and then observe prayer). We said: God's apostle (peace be upon him) how quickly will he walk upon the earth? Thereupon he said: Like cloud driven by the wind. He will come to the people and invite them (to a wrong religion); they will affirm their faith in him and respond to him. He will then give a command to the sky: there will be rainfall upon the Earth and it will grow crops. Then in the evening, their pasturing animals will come to them with their humps very high, their udders full of milk and their flanks distended. He will then come to another people and invite them. But they will reject him so he will go away from them; they will have a drought and nothing will be left with them in the form of wealth. He will then walk through the desert and say to it: Bring forth your treasures. The treasures will come out and gather before him like a swarm of bees. He will then call someone in the flush of youth, strike him with the sword, cut him into two pieces and (make these pieces lie at the distance which is generally between the archer and his target. He will then call (that young man) and he will come forward laughing with his face gleaming (with happiness). It will at this very time that God will send Christ, son of Mary. He will descend at the white minaret on the eastern side of Damascus, wearing two garments lightly dyed with saffron and placing his hands on the wings of two Angels. When he lowers his head, there will fall beads of perspiration from his head, and when he raises it up, beads like pearls will scatter from it. Every non-believer who smells the odour of his body will die and his breath will reach as far as he is able to see. He will then search for him (Dajjal) until he catches hold of him at the gate of Ludd and kills him. Then a people whom God had protected will come to Jesus, son of Mary, and he will wipe their faces and inform them of their ranks in Paradise. It will be under such conditions that God will reveal to Jesus these words: I have brought forth from among My servants such people against whom none will be able to fight; you take these people safely to Tur, and then God will send Gog and Magog and they will swarm down from every slope. The first of them will pass the lake of Tiberias and drink out of it. And when the last of them passes, he will say: There was once water there. Jesus and his companions will then be besieged here (at Tur, and they will be so hard pressed) that the head of the ox will be dearer to them than one hundred dinars. God's Apostle (peace be upon him), Jesus, and his companions will supplicate God, Who will send to them insects (which will attack their necks) and in the morning they would perish as one single person. God's Apostle (peace be upon him), Jesus, and his companions, then come down to Earth and they will not find on Earth as much space as a single span that is not filled with putrefaction and stench. God's Apostle (peace be upon him), Jesus, and his companions will then beseech God who will send birds whose necks would be like those of Bactrian camels and they will carry them away and throw them where God wills. Then God will send rain which no house of mud-bricks or (tent of) camel-hair will keep out and it will wash the Earth until it resembles a mirror. Then the Earth will be told to bring forth its fruit and restore its blessing and, as a result thereof, there will grow (such a big) pomegranate that a group of people will be able to eat it and seek shelter under its skin, a dairy cow will give so much milk that a whole party will be able to drink it. The milking camel will give such (a large quantity of) milk that the whole tribe will be able to drink from it, and the milking-sheep will give so much milk that the whole family will be able to drink from it. At that time God will send a pleasant wind which will soothe (people) even under their armpits. He will take the life of every Muslim and only the wicked will survive who will commit adultery like asses and the Last Hour would come to them.


Hadith 6924 (Muslim Hadith)


God's Apostle (peace be upon him) said: The Last Hour will not come until the Romans land at al-A'maq or in Dabiq. An army consisting of the best (soldiers) of the people on Earth at that time will come from Medina (to oppose them). When they arrange themselves in ranks, the Romans will say: Do not stand between us and those (Muslims) who took prisoners from among us. Let us fight them. The Muslims will say: Nay, by God, we shall never turn aside from you and from our brethren so that you may fight them. They will then fight and a third (part) of the army, whom God will never forgive, will run away. A third (part of the army), which will be constituted of excellent martyrs in God's eyes, would be killed. The third who will never be put on trial will win and they will be the conquerors of Constantinople. As they are busy in distributing the spoils of war (amongst themselves) after hanging their swords by the olive trees, Satan will cry: The Dajjal has taken your place among your families. They will then come out, but it will be of no avail. When they reach Syria, he will come out while they are still preparing themselves for battle, drawing up the ranks. Certainly, the time of prayer will come and then Jesus (peace be upon him), son of Mary, descend and will lead them in prayer. When the enemy of God see him, it will (disappear) just as salt dissolves in water and if he (Jesus) were not to confront them at all, even then it would dissolve completely. God would kill them by his hand and he would show them their blood on his lance (the lance of Jesus Christ).


Hadith 4.649 (Al-Bukhari Hadith)


The Prophet mentioned the Massiah Ad-Dajjal in front of the people saying, -God is not one eyed while Messiah, Ad-Dajjal is blind in the right eye and his eye looks like a bulging out grape. While sleeping near the Ka'ba last night, I saw in my dream a man of brown color the best one can see amongst brown color and his hair was long that it fell between his shoulders. His hair was lank and water was dribbling from his head and he was placing his hands on the shoulders of two men while circumambulating the Kaba. I asked, 'Who is this?' They replied, 'This is Jesus, son of Mary.' Behind him I saw a man who had very curly hair and was blind in the right eye, resembling Ibn Qatan (i.e. an infidel) in appearance. He was placing his hands on the shoulders of a person while performing Tawaf around the Ka'ba. I asked, 'Who is this?' They replied, 'Massiah Ad-Dajjal.' "


Hadith 4.650 (Al-Bukhari Hadith)


No, By God, the Prophet did not tell that Jesus was of red complexion but said, "While I was asleep circumambulating the Ka'ba (in my dream), suddenly I saw a man of brown complexion and lank hair walking between two men, and water was dropping from his head. I asked, 'Who is this?' The people said, 'He is the son of Mary.' Then I looked behind and I saw a red-complexioned, fat, curly-haired man, blind in the right eye which looked like a bulging out grape. I asked, 'Who is this?' They replied, 'He is Ad-Dajjal.' The one who resembled to him among the people, was Ibn Qatar." (Az-Zuhri said, "He (i.e. Ibn Qatan) was a man from the tribe Khuza'a who died in the pre-Islamic period.")








Imam Mehdi and Dajjal

Q.) I have recently heard reports that the time of appearance of either Imam Mehdi or Dajjal will be approximately when there is a solar and lunar eclipse during a short space of time. Also that it will be when Ramadan will be more or less in the month of October. Having done research it was found that the next time sucha cosmic event will take place is in November 2003. The month of Ramadan will fall in October in that year also. Can you enlighten me with any other knowledge that you may have on the appearance of either Imam Mehdi or Dajjal and whether the facts stated above are accurate. [Ashraf]


A.) We have not come across any narration in which lunar or solar eclipse will occur when Ramadan falls in October.


Nevertheless, the Hadith in which it is recorded that Imaam Mehdi will appear when lunar and solar eclipse will occur in the month of Ramadan is not of a sound nature. It is regarded weak according to some Muhadditheen. Even if we had to accept the Hadith, there is no guarantee that it refers to 2003. It can also refer to sometime in the future.


No one can put a specific date on the coming of Imam Mehdi. All we can say is that since many of the signs that have been foretold of his coming are apparent today, for example, rampant vice, his time has certainly drawn closer. Yet, no one can put a date to it.
