The winter 2007 meeting was held on January 20, 2007 at the Golden Corral Restaurant in Lufkin, Texas.  Fourteen members and one guest were present.

President, Wanda Hook, called the meeting to order at 12:15 pm.

Secretary, Sandy Naumann, handed out the notes from the Summer 2006 meeting held in Shreveport, LA.  Since only 9 voting members were present, no business could be conducted.

The treasurer’s report from Claudia Ezernack was presented by Wanda.  The balance in the checking account as of December 29, 2006 was $5,812.00.  Since then, checks were written for the Baytown Show expenses for around $2,227.31, leaving a balance of roughly $3,502.
Election of 2007 Officers:

There was an unopposed slate of nominees for all offices except Newsletter Editor and Webmaster, with no nominees for those two offices.  After a call for other nominations from the floor, the following slate of 2007 officers were unanimously approved:

Since no one volunteered for Newsletter Editor, Wanda and Sandy agreed to assume the duties of publishing at least two newsletters for the year.  The office will remain vacant for 2007.

No one volunteered for the Webmaster position, so Sandy will continue to update the old website.

Business:

1) The club’s liability insurance will expire on March 3, 2007.  Members agreed that the club should continue to have insurance, so Stetts will look into the costs and confer with the other officers to make sure the policy is in effect by the March Baytown show.

2) Wanda reported that the Baytown show expenses were already paid for except for the judges’ fees and motel rooms.
The show chairmen decided not to have a raffle or silent auction, but to offer to let the Gulf Coast Pygmy Goat Club conduct the raffle/auction and Nannyberry Bingo as a fund-raiser for their new club.  Representatives of GCPGC accepted.

3) Stetts proposed that we change the by-laws to read that a quorum would be 6 members instead of 10.  Sandy suggested instead that we just omit the quorum rule from the by-laws entirely.  After some discussion, it was voted to delete the quorum rule.

4) Stetts offered to do the paperwork to copyright the Kids at Heart Logo.  Red and Polly will try to contact Sandy Lutz to get a release from her daughter as the original creator of the logo.  The club will pay for the copyright fee.

5) The Fall Kids at Heart show, dates being October 27-28, 2007, was discussed.  Since no one in the Shreveport area is able to put on the show this year, Wanda and Sandy offered to do the show in Baytown.  Scott Floyd suggested that perhaps Kids at Heart and GCPGC could co-sponsor the show with the location being at the Ford Center in Beaumont, Texas.  After a lengthy discussion, it was moved and approved that there be 2 separate shows – a Kids at Heart in Baytown and a GCPGC show in Beaumont, with both clubs helping one another at both shows.  

6) Historian, Linda Michalak, handed out a report saying there were no expenses incurred since the Summer 2006 meeting.  Linda is trying to work with the Memo to improve the quality of the photos they are printing.

7) The Summer 2007 meeting will be held on Saturday, July 14, 2007 at a location to be determined.

8) It was suggested that guidelines need to be published for the Rihn Memorial Award.  The officers will look into this.
