SUMMER 2007 MEETING

July 21, 2007

The summer 2007 meeting was held on July 21, 2007, at the Golden Corral Restaurant in Cleveland, Texas.  The following were in attendance:

President Stetts Stettler called the meeting to order at 12:00 pm.

Secretary Sandy Naumann handed out meeting notes from the Winter 2007 meeting held in Lufkin, Texas.  It was moved and approved to accept the secretary’s report as written.

Treasurer, Charles Michalak, handed out and explained the treasurer’s report.  The March show in Baytown had a profit of $1,198.84 minus $77.00 that was collected for dues and shirts during the show.  The balance on hand as of this date was 6,174.43.  Stetts announced that he had completed the annual president’s audit of the books, and everything was satisfactory.  The treasurer’s report was approved.

Old Business:
1. 2007 Fall Show in Baytown 
Linda Michalak passed out a draft of the entry packet for the show and asked for input from club members about several items including how many days of showmanship, motels, awards for champions, shavings, serving free coffee & donuts versus concession stand for breakfast times, and letting exhibitors know ahead of time that they must clean their pens after the show.  Many suggestions were given, but Linda was reminded that all final decisions about the show remain to the discretion of the show chairman.
2. Logo Registration

Stetts reported that he has completed the application form but was waiting to be notified that he could send it via email at a reduced fee.  

New Business:
1. Stetts announced that Annette Davis has accepted the interim position of Vice President for the club until the next election.

2. Sandy stated that she will step down as secretary, interim newsletter editor, and interim webmaster at the end of 2007.

3. Linda handed out the historian’s report, and it was approved as written.
4. Sandy asked for suggestions as to when to compile the next newsletter.  It was decided to wait until after the Fall show in November.

5. The club approved holding the 10th annual Southeast Texas Pygmy Parade on March 1-2, 2008.  Linda tentatively agreed to put on the show either in Baytown or Liberty.  If she is unable to do so, Stettlers may put on the show.

6. Stetts passed out a history of the Rihn Memorial Award with the recipients and years it has been awarded.  He then handed out a suggested draft of eligibility requirements for future awardees.  After some discussion, club members voted to omit statement #1 under qualifications and approved the form as revised.  (Copy follows these notes).

7. The Winter 2008 meeting was tentatively scheduled for January 26, 2008 in Conroe, Texas.
8. Stetts asked for discussion and a vote on Claudia’s request for sponsorship of a buckle and 2 classes for pygmy goats in the Caddo Parish 4-H show for a total of $160.  It was unanimously approved for the club to do so.

9. Discussion followed about advertising club shirts, jackets, and caps.  Sandy agreed to put pictures and prices of the merchandise on the club website.

10. The Michalak’s have microchips for club members to purchase at $9.50 each plus shipping.  

11. The Stettlers purchased 10 plush goats at the convention for $10 each.  They agreed to sell them to the club at that price for members to buy or for raffles, auction, etc.

12. The future of the club website was discussed.   One suggestion was to hire someone outside the club to set it up and maintain it.  Stetts indicated that he may try setting up a new site when he has completed his own site.

13. Meeting was adjourned at 1:30 pm.
