ENTRIES:
Entry fees are $8.00 per class per show for members of Kids at Heart Pygmy Goat Club and $9.00 per class per show for non-members.  Showmanship classes are free but you do need to fill out an entry for the class.  ENTRY DEADLINE IS FEBRUARY 22, 2008.  Substitutions and late entries will be accepted without penalty, but they will not be included in the printed program.  Exhibitors are encouraged to limit substitutions and late entries to assist in a smoother running show.  Checks or money orders should be made out to:

MICROCHIPS & TATTOOS:
All registered animals should be tattooed or microchipped to match Registration Papers.  Tattoos or microchips of Grand and Reserve Grand Champions over the age of 6 months must be verified for official win.

Wethers do not need “papers” to be exhibited in this show; however, if they are accumulating points in NPGA’s wether competition then they must have registration papers and a tattoo or microchip if selected Best Wether.
PENS, BARNS & BEDDING & CLEAN-UP:

Pen fees are $10.00 each for the weekend. This is not a back yard show and the arena is a bit costly so we appreciate your support by using the pens we provide.  Shavings for bedding will be available at a cost of $6.00 per bale (presale only),1 bale is enough for 2 pens.  Pens are 
5’ x 5’, made from hog panel, so you may need to baby proof for very small goats.  There are plenty of pens for everyone.  (We are contacting FFA or 4-H to see if they would once again be willing to clean the pens after the show.)  We are looking for a less expensive barn.
HEALTH PAPERS:

Kids at Heart will no longer be requiring health certificates at our shows. If you are coming from a different state, it is a State of Texas requirement to have one. We will have 2 unannounced inspections done while at the show. You need not be present for the inspections. If any animal is deemed to be unhealthy and a risk to the health of other show entries you will be required to remove the animal from the barn.
CHECK-IN:

Goats may arrive at the fair grounds anytime after noon on Friday, February 29th.  You may check-in any time between 4:00 pm up to 9:00 pm on Friday evening and between 6:30 to 7:30 am on Saturday. Those exhibitors arriving on Friday should check in on Friday. Only those arriving after 9:00 pm or not arriving until Saturday morning are to check in on Saturday. Goats must be in place and checked in by at least one hour before each day’s events begin at 8:30 am.  Refunds are given for emergency reasons only.
RAFFLE:
A raffle and silent auction will be held after the second buck show on Saturday.  Any donations for raffle items would be greatly appreciated. Donors of raffle items will receive a free business card ad in the show program.  There will also be a 50/50 jackpot drawing. Tickets will be on sale for both at 50 cents each.
