At the beginning, I want to apologize to those who I may have ignored on this issue.
Firstly, a basic principle of adl/justice is that both sides of a matter be heard. As far as the suspension of “The Street Mimbar” is concerned, the following surfaced during a management meeting I held with members of The Trustees/Management of The Voice at the studio, 100 Queens Road Mayfair on 8 September 2004. Management stated that Lubna Nadvi did not like the way she was treated on The Voice 95.4fm when she was interviewed on Global Focus, so, she went to Naeem Jeenah (to complain and cry like a little baby). Based on this as well as the perception (which was not clarified/justified) of a member of The Trustees/Management of The Voice 95.4fm who felt I was stalling the process, a decision was taken to suspend “The Street Mimbar”. Let me also say, at this point, there has been no indication that members of The Trustees/Management of The Voice had even listened to that interview with Lubna Nadvi on Global Focus. In a nut shell, a decision was made by a few “autocrats/dictators/despots who are masquerading as pro-democracy” 
         in the absence of hearing both sides, 
         in the absence of listening to the interview, 

         in the absence of even one complaint from the listeners of The Voice 95.4fm (Lubna Nadvi is from Durban, this is a community radio station that broadcasts in Johannesburg with a radius that doesn’t extend beyond 100km- I’m being generous here) and 
         on the mere opinion of someone who makes inconsistent statements. Any-one who would like to verify this should try to obtain the interview conducted on The Voice 95.4fm during “Global Focus” dated 23 August 2004 and the interview on Radio 786 during Muwajahat dated 5 September 2004 and compare the two. In the former, Lubna Nadvi stated that the viewpoint is not expressed from a religious perspective “…Well, I don’t actually uhh engage in terms of the religious debates that I …”  and during the latter, the exact opposite was stated “… and I am saying that both in terms of a general sort of world view, but it is also obviously informed by an Islamic Position”. 

 

Their justification for suspending “The Street Mimbar” was that Lubna Nadvi specifically complained about me. I raised the argument, Well, the facilities at the studio do not permit participation from listeners if there is a telephonic interview taking place. The only way we could participate in this program was by going into the studio. (I’m wondering if I had called in as a listener who happens to be a volunteer at The Voice 95.4fm what would be the case?- Maybe they would terminate the engineers services for not terminating the call?!?!)
 

There has been whispers that “The Street Mimbar” also poses a security threat due to the viewpoint being expressed during the program. My counter argument was: this viewpoint was being expressed from around last year May, why didn’t anyone take issue with it then, Why now? Is it because we are questioning the positions that people like Lubna Nadvi, Naeem Jeenah etc. are taking, but we were not publicly questioning them during May last year? 
 

In conclusion, I want to say that I don’t want to perpetrate this Breach of the Shari’a viz. 
         travesty of adl/justice that has befallen “The Street Mimbar” and 
         betrayal in regards to amanah/position of trust that has befallen the community. 

I am therefore CCing some of The Trustees/Management of The Voice 95.4fm with this reply for any interested person to get the other side of the story. 
I also think (and this is only my opinion) that people shouldn’t paint all these individuals who form part of The Trustees/Management of The Voice 95.4fm that are being CC’d with the same brush as I am of the opinion that some of them have good hearts and intentions, but they have been caught up with the wrong bunch.
Further, if this matter results in a different version of the facts surfacing, I have a tape recording of The Management Meeting which can be broadcast over “The Street Mimbar”- but I think that will only happen if pressure is placed upon The Trustees/Management of The Voice 95.4fm by the listeners.
