During tonights discussion, Insha-Allah, we intend to look at our what has been happening in Guantanamo Bay. 
Can we have a detailed explanation of the manner in which the Shariah prescribes that this matter be dealt with? How do we approach this issue as Muslims? Or, do we just overlook this issue with indifference and continue as if nothing is happening?

I would like to split this question into 3 parts or sections and deal with each in turn.

The first being the desecration of the Qur’an. This issue of what has been happening in Guantanamo, that has been relayed to us in recent days is not the first, and if things remain as they are, Allahu A’lam neither will it be the last. In recent times, just a couple of months ago, a certain individual, an artist by the name of Theo van Gogh and a couple of decades previously, an author by the name of Salman Rushdie just to name a few perpertrated acts of a similar nature. All of these are done and promoted within the larger framework of promoting the ideals of Freedom of Expression, Freedom of Speech, which are parts of the deen the deen otherwise known as democracy which is aimed at undermining the deen al-Haqq, otherwise known as Islam. Alhamdulillah, Thumma Alhamdulillah, there are still Muslims of Taqwa around, and one such Muslim in the Netherlands killed Theo van Gogh and sent him to the fire. It is, Insha-Allah, only a matter of time before his predecessor and others will come face to face with a committed Muslim and meet the same fate. At this stage, I want to go into the Shar’ee dictates, one at a time.
Allah Exalted and Almighty says in Surah An-Nisaa verse 140….

Allah has already revealed to you in the Qur’an, that when you hear the words of Allah being rejected, and scoffed at and mocked at, then do not sit in the company of those who reject and scoff and mock until the topic of conversation changes. Behold, if you remained in their company, you would be just like them, and Allah will gather the hypocrites and the kaafirs altogether in Jahannam.
The previous ayah that Allah speaks about is in Surah An’am, verse 68, wherein Allah says…

And when you see those who meddle and mock at our revelations, then withdraw from their presence, until they change the subject. However, if you forget due to the effects of Shaytaan, then after you remember and realise what the conversation is about, do not remain in the congregation of these oppressive wrong-doers.

Now, if we are absolutely un-able to defend the Islamic position, then we have to leave such people until they change their discourse. If you have the confidence and the knowledge then you have to defend the Islamic position.

In Surah Al-Maaidah, in verse 33, Allah says…

The reward of those who wage war on Allah and His messenger and who wreak havoc and corruption and mischief on earth is only that:

· They weill be killed; or

· They will be crucified; or

· They will have their hands and feet chopped off on alternate sides; or

· Have them expelled/exiled from the land.

Such is their humiliation in this life, and a awfull doom awaits them in the here-after.

The position of those who commit such acts is further outlined in Surah Al-Ahzaab, verse 57, wherein Allah states…
Behold! Those who try to damage Allah and His Messenger, Allah has cursed and condemned them in this world, and in the here-after, and has prepared for them doom.

The second being the status of the “Islamic Governments and Organisations” and individuals and their role. At this stage, I want to return the focus to our so-called Islamic Organisations and Associations and Governments etc. It is a known fact that the governments have prostrated themselves to the Zionist and imperialist agendas, but still, many people don’t want to see this fact. But Allah offers us guidance in this matter, and then produces more evidence for people to see who are the committed Muslims and who are the people that are paying lip service to Islam.  Allah says in Surah Al-Mujadilah, verse 22…
You will ever find a people who are committed to Allah and the Final Day, and who at the same time are on good terms with those who are the opponents of Allah and His Messenger.

Now, you take this ayah, and place it within the atmospherics of our time. Remember, we live in a time when the bulk if  not most of all of the aggression in the world is aimed at the Ummah of Muhammed (sallalahu alaih wa sallam). It is within these atmospherics, that Allah is telling us…

Now, you take this ayah and you measure the deeds of these Governments and Organisations accordingly. You see, Allah speaks about an impossibility here. He says, its impossible to find a people who are committed to Allaah and the final day, and who at the same time are on good terms with the opponents or enemies of Allah and His Messenger. This issue of extremism and polarisation is a guiding light from Allah under the circumstances that we currently find ourselves in.If the Saudi Arabian Government, and the Egyptian Government, and the Pakistani Government along with the other tin-pot Governments were committed to Allah and the Prophet and the final day, how come we find them handing over intelligence to the Pharoanic re-incarnation? How come they serve as implementers of the policies of the US and Israel by hunting down and rounding up committed Muslims- they call them terrorists? How come you have some of these status quo funded Organisations, those that are funded by the Saudi Government calling on Muslims to support the Taghuti Governments? How come we have some of these Organisations silent on all of these issues? 
The thrid being the prisoners of war or captives at Guantanamo Bay.In a famous hadith, the Prophet (sallalahu alaihi wa sallam) says 
FUKKUL ARNI, WA AT’IMUL JAA’EE WA UDUL MARIDH

Release those who are Prisoners of War, and feed those who are hungry and pay sick visits to those who are ill.

Now, you take this hadith, and Alhamdulillah, we find that many Muslims have accepted/endorsed two of these 3 prophetic orders, viz. it is easy or even convenient to feed the hungry and visit the sick, but it is comparatively more difficult and requires even more sacrifice for us to free these captives- and this is another area where we fall short. How many of us are even extending our range of thjoughts into this area? Freeing the captives may require a military campaign or ransoming them, how many of us are looking into this responsibility?
Earlier, you alluded to the Freedoms etc. under a democratic system, can you tell us about these Freedoms when it comes to Muslims? And how much of these freedoms actually benefit  and serve to strenghten Muslims?

Regrettably, you find todays Muslims living in a dream world. Let us just take one example to illustrate this point. We have the issue of the Adhan. Presently, there is a current at work that wants to see to it that the Adhaan is no longer heard over the air. Imagine, in this pluralistic society, where theres an avalanche of propaganda aimed at Muslims to brainwash them into being more tolerant, yet the adhan has become an issue. Where are all the spokespersons for Islam- we have a number of Ulema Councils, Organisations, Intellectuals etc. where are they? Has anyone of these made any statements about this issue? Whats the problem? Are they all scared, or have they all surrendered to the false God- Nationalism?! What happened?! Imagine, first objections were raised regarding the Adhaan of Fajr, people said that it was disturbing their sleep, so the microphones were turned off during the adhaan of fajr. Now, these people are saying, we don’t want to here your adhaan at all!!! Forget Fajr, we don’t want to here it at all. And what is even more surprising, is in the midst of all of this, we have some Muslims singing the praises of their master. Telling other Muslims how wonderful this kaafir government is, how much they love Islam, and they tell us about the Governments drive via. NEPAD’s cultural arm to preserve some centuries old manuscripts in Timbuktoo. Is this where your Islam belongs? In the museum! Wake up and don’t be fooled by all the superflous information that is being presented to you. Imagine, the Adhan is a long distance from the more pressing and pertinent responsibilities that Muslims bear, yet that cannot be tolerated. So, what democracy are you talking about?
And then, on the point of the ideals of Democracy, these are meant for everyone except the Committed Muslim. If you are a Muslim that is serious about your responsibilities, such as Amr bil Ma’ruf wa Nahi Anil Munkar, then theres a term for you, you are a terrorist. And that term is sufficient to bar you from all other liberties.

Just to wrap up on this issue, where are all the believers who claim to be “the one and only group of truth”?; those who claim to be “the true followers of the Qur’an and the Sunnah” thereby causing a spurios commotion within the Muslim rank and file? Where are those who talk about the Sahaba being the guiding stars? Does anyone even remember Umar ibn Al-Khattab? When the Muslims were hiding and ducking and diving in their pursuit to exit Makkah, Umar ibn Al-Khattab did not do that, he went to the Ka’ba and he proclaimed publicly, “I am about to pray 2 rak’at salaah after which I am going to Medinah. If there is anyone here who is willing to stop me, just meet me outside, I will surely make his wife a widow, his children orphans and his mother cry for him.” No-one turned up after he waited a while outside, after which he left for Medinah. Now, forget carrying arms for now, is there anyone even willing to take up this issue within his own Masjid, and ask his representative committee to ensure that the adhaan is proclaimed publicly and openly?
