You can try,
but we will not remain unscathed. Flex your will

or abanden your will and let the world have its way

with you, or disappear and save everyone the bother
of a dark suit. Why live a life? Well, why are you
asking? | put on my best shirt because the painting
looked so bad. Color bleeds, so make it work for you.
Gravity pulls, so make it work for you. Rubbing

Sometimes the man felt like the bird and sometimes the man felt like 2
stone—solid, inevitable—but mostly he felt like a bird, or that there was a bird in-
side him, or that something inside him was like a bird fluttering. This went on fora

A man saw a bird and wanted to paint it. The problem, if there was one, was simply
a problem with the question. Why paint a bird? Why do anything at all? Mot how,
because hows are easy—series or sequence, one foot after the other—but existen-

tially why bother, what does it solver

And just because you want to paint a bird, do actually paint a bird, it doesn’t mean
you've accomplished anything. Who gets to measure the distance between expe-
rience and its representation? Who controls the lines of ingquiry? We do. Anyone

can.

But it isn't a bird, it's a man in
a bird suit, blue shoulders instead of feathers, because he isn't locking at a bird,

real bird, as he paints, he is looking at his heart, which is impossible.

Unless his heart is a metaphor for his heart, as everything is a metaphor for itself,
so that looking at the paint is like looking at a bird that isn’t there, with a song in its

throat that you don’t want to hear but you paint anyway.

The hand is a voice that can sing what the voice will not, and the hand wants to do
something useful. Sometimes, at night, in bed, before | fall asleep, | think about a

poem | might write, someday, about my heart, says the heart.

They looked at the animals. They looked at the walls of the cave. This is earlier,
these are different men. They painted in torchlight: red mostly, sometimes black—
mammoth, lion, horse, bear—things on a wall, in profile or superimposed, dy-

namic and alert.

They weren’t animals but they locked like animals, enough like animals to make it
confusing, meant something but the meaning was slippery: it wasn't there but it re-
mained, looked like the thing but wasn't the thing—was a second thing, following a
second set of rules—and it was too late: their power over it was ne longer abso-

lute.

What is alive and what isn't and what should we do about it? Theories: about the
nature of the thing. And of the soul. Because people die. The fear: that nothing sur-

vives. The greater fear: that something does.
The night sky is vast and wide.

They huddled closer, shoulder to shoulder, painted themselves in herds, all to-
gether and apart from the rest. They looked at the sky, and at the mud, and at their

hands in the mud, and their dead friends in the mud. This went on for a long time.
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To be a bird, or a flock of birds doing something together, one or many, starling or
murmuration. To be a man on a hill, or all the men on all the hills, or half a man

shivering in the flock of himself. These are some choices.
The night sky is vast and wide.

A man had two birds in his head—not in his throat, not in his chest—and the birds
would sing all day never stopping. The man thought to himself, One of these birds is
not my bird. The birds agreed.

We listen to the sound with
our equipment. | have leamed to understand this sound. When you look there is noth-
ing, with the equipment there is sound. We sit in rows and listen down the tunnels for
the song. The song has red words in it. We write them down on sheets of paper and pass
them along. Sometimes there is noise and sometimes song and often there is silence,

the long tunnel, the sea like glass...

You are a translator, says the fisherman’s son.

Yes, says the sailor.

And the sound is the voice of the enemy.

Yes, yes it is.

Let me tell you a story about love:

She had a soft voice and strong hands. When she sang she would seem too large

for the room and she would play guitar and sing, which would make his chest feel
huge. Sometimes he would touch her knee and smile. Sometimes she would touch

his face and close her eyes.

The fisherman’s son is a spy, a good one. Spies like documents. Spies wander and

roam, scanning the information.

A man does work. A machine can, too. Power of agency, agent of what? This is a

question we might ask.

What is 2 document before it's a document? A noise in your head, a backstory
What makes a thing yours to steal or sell or trade? That is a question, good ques-

tion.

Spies are pollinators. They take the bits from here and there to make a new thing

grow. Does it matter to which team this new thing belongs?

Fox rounds the warren but there are no bunnies, jumps up with claws but there are
no bunnies, moves down the road but there are no bunnies. There are no bunnies.

He chases a bird instead. All wars are the same war. The bird flies away.

The fisherman’s son knows nothing worth stealing. Perhaps, perhaps.

He once put a cat in a cardboard box, but she got out anyway. He once had a
brother he lost to the sea. Brother, dead brother, who speaks to him in dreams.

These are a few things worth saying.

He knows that when you snap a mast it's time to get a set of oars or learn how to

breathe underwater. Rely on one thing too long and when it disappears and you



have nothing—well, that's just bad planning. It's embarrassing, to think it could

never happen. It happens.

You cannot get in the way of anyone’s path to God. You can, but it does no good.
Every spy knows this. Some say God is where we put our sorrow. God says, Which

one of you fuckers can get to me first?

The spies meet at the chain-link fence and tell each other stories. A whisper sys-
tem, a level of honesty. To testify against yourself is an interesting thing, a sacrifice.
Some people do it. Some people find money in the street, but you can't rely on it.

The fisherman’s son is at the fence, waiting to see if he is useful.

You cannot get in the way of anyone’s path to happiness, it also does no good. The

problem is figuring out which part is the path and which part is the happiness.

It's a blessing: every day someone shows up at the fence. And when no one shows

up, a different kind of blessing. In the wrong light anyone can look like a darkness.

Raphael, Saint George and the Dragon, 1504-6

It's hard to talk about what you believe while you are
believing it. Fervor reduces thought to shorthand and
all we get is an icon. Give a man a weapon and you
have a warrior. Put him on a horse and you have

a hero. The weapon is a tool. The horse is a metaphor.
Raphael painted this twice—white horse facing east
against the greens, white horse facing west against the
yellows. The maiden flees or prays, depending. A basic

dragon, the kind you'd expect from the Renaissance.

Evidence of evil but not proof. There's a companion
piece as well: Saint Michael. Paint angels, it's easien
you don’t need the horse. Michael stands on Satan™s
throat, vanquishing, while everything brown burns red.
All these things happened. Allegedly. When you paint
an evil thing, do you invoke it or take away its power?
This has nothing to do with faith but is still 2 good
question. Raphael was trying to say something about
spirituality. This could be the definition of painting.
The best part of spirituality is reverence. There are other
parts. Some people like to hear the sound of their own
voice. If you don’t believe in the world it would be
stupid to paint it. If you don't believe in God, then who

are you talking to?

Caravaggio, David with the Head of Goliath, 1609-10

Wanted for murder, a price on his head, Caravaggio
does what he always does—he tries to paint his

way out of it. This bad boy—whose moodiness came
to be called the Baroque, this thug whose soul

was as big as Rome and full of anvils—paints his own
face on Goliath's severed head and offers himself up
as villain, captured, to escape the hammers of the law.
Allegory, yes. A truth as well. But truth doesn’t count
in law, only proof. He took the gods and made them
human. His Bacchus was a worn-out drunk. An animal
likely to sleep in a pool of its own sick. He raised

the status of the still life, made subjects out of objects,
turned nature into drama—the bloom on the grapes,
the bloom on the boys, leaves as important as

nudes. Exaggerated light, pure theater. Evidence



of a mind he delights in. Evicted from Rome, he wants
back in. They want his head and he’s prepared to

give it to them. He paints David in yellow pants while
the pope’s nephew arranges his pardon. july 1610—
Caravaggio rolls up his paintings and sets sail from
Maples, heading north. They stop for supplies. No
one’s heard of the pardon_ Jail. He pays his way out,
but the boat and his paintings have sailed on without
him. He follows. Malaria. He dies three days before
his pardon arrives and three days after Rembrandt's
fourth birthday. His painted head arrives in Rome weeks

later. All painting is sent downstream, into the future.



GHOST, ZERO, SUITCASE, AND THE MOON

Contrast and likeness, the difference between

Skull on a bottle equals poison, says the moon. We erase
birds from the sky in an attempt to solve for, we put

bodies in piles in an attempt to solve for, says the ghost.

People don't learn anything unless they are afraid of
being left behind, says the suitcase. | am afraid, says the
suitcase. Here and there and what to do about it. Leave
out the equal sign and the very idea of place will end,

says the equal sign. Even when you are in rocketships.
