Habitat Facts – A Call to Action


Habitat’s mission is to eliminate poverty housing by helping construct simple, decent, affordable homes with families and individuals in need.

Over 90 homes have been built by Habitat-Orlando with a goal of starting 20 new homes this year.

Each Habitat homeowner provides hundreds of hours of “sweat equity” while earning their home.

Habitat homeowners repay a 20 year interest free mortgage.  The average monthly mortgage payment is approximately $290.00 per month.

Over 4,500 volunteers helped Habitat build homes last year.

Habitat-Orlando is governed by an all-volunteer local board of directors.

All Habitat families are screened by the Family Selection Committee on the basis of need and must be willing to provide hundreds of hours of “sweat equity”, repay the interest free mortgage and take a homeowner education course.

Habitat-Orlando is a non-profit, ecumenical Christian Organization dedicated to the belief that all people deserve a simple decent place to live.

Funding for Habitat-Orlando comes from private donations from our community.  Habitat-Orlando receives no United Way support, nor does it accept government money to pay for construction of the home.

The average cost to construct a Habitat-Orlando home is $49,500 excluding the price of the building lot.
