· absolutism does not succeed

· English Civil War, Glorious Revolution, English Bill of Rights, Magna Carta make England a Constitutional Monarchy and limit power of monarch )

· says people need strict control or will rebel

· Magna Carta (1215)+Glorious Revolution+English Bill of Rights =Constitutional Monarchy in Great Britain

World War I

· First modern, fully industrialized global war

· Immediate Cause: 

· Assassination of Archduke Franz Ferdinand and wife 

· Long Term Causes(M.A.I.N): 

· Militarism-glorification and buildup up armed forces in preparation for war

· all nations building militaries=threat 

· Alliances-nations join together to protect each other in event of attack 

· Imperialism-competition for colonies 

· Nationalism- Each wants to be the strongest, wealthiest; peoples seek independence

· New technologies=mass death and destruction (machine gin, tank, poison gas) 
· Russia:

· problems at home=Russian Revolution=withdraws from war early=communist nation Bolsheviks and Lenin in power

· Balkan Peninsula 

· Powder Keg 

· Tons of different nationalities=all want self-rule

· Ottoman Empire
