Price of Cat/Kitten $_________.  On ____________, a reservation fee of $______ Will be applied to the price of the kitten.  The remaining balance for the kitten is the amount of $__________, which must be paid in full prior to delivery of said cat/kitten.  It is understood the deposit is taken on good faith and Will not be refunded.





In consideration for this transfer, the buyer agrees that this kitten may only be used  for breeding if buyer adheres to the following conditions.  If any of the following conditions are breached by the buyer, buyer agrees to pay to seller $3,500 in liquidated damages, which represents seller’s expected damages:














This kitten may be used for breeding, and there will be a pin number on the blue slip.  It is agreed that the kitten will NOT be studded out and only be used with a female/male the purchaser owns.  This kitten is only to be used in the buyers breeding program, and agrees to spay/neuter the kitten should they decide they will no longer use him for breeding.  A notice will be sent to Cattery KIMIA Himalayans stating the kitten is no longer used for breeding, and where the kitten will live after spaying/neutering.











	Buyer(s) agree(s) to the following stipulations:


	Kitten cannot be studded out and may only be bred with female/male cats which the buyer owns free and clear of any lease or trade-back arrangements.


	Under no circumstances will the kitten or any offspring be sold, leased, or given to any pet store, broker, known kitten mill, research laboratory or similar facilities.





3.	 Buyer agrees that Seller shall be given the first right of purchase, should buyer need/want to sell or in any other way dispose of kitten.  Seller shall not be required to pay to buyer more than the above contract price. If Seller declines this right, the buyer must sell the kitten with the same restrictions stipulated to by seller with Seller; however, the kitten shall not be sold as a whole cat and must be neutered/spayed prior to sale/transfer to any other buyer/receiver.  








4.	This kitten will be kept indoors at all times, in a clean environment, housing in roomy quarters, proper feeding, Maintaining their health and freedom from any and all parasites, and not given water that has been softened.  The buyer agrees to investigate and remove, from any areas to which the kitten will have access, any household plants or poisons.  Buyer agrees that if buyer violates any of these conditions, seller will have the right to collect the above described liquidated damage and  Seller or an agent of Seller will also have the right to remove the kitten from buyer, at buyers total cost. 








5.	The new owner agrees to pay for all shipping costs, i.e., new carrier, airlines fees, veterinarians health certificate and examination of cat/kitten, prior to delivery.








6.	This kitten is not to be declawed.  Buyer agrees that if buyer violates any of these conditions, seller, or an agent for the seller will have the right to collect the above described liquidated damage and will also have the right to remove the kitten from buyer, at buyer’s total cost.  





7.	If this kitten is found to be un-sound within 72 hours after delivery to the new owner, (meaning life threatening condition/abnomality) determined by a veterinarian, and the diagnosis is forwarded to Seller in writing on the doctor’s letterhead, a kitten of like or better quality will be given to new owner when one becomes available.  If buyer chooses to return kitten they must do it within 7 days of possession of the kitten, with the buyer absorbing all costs involved in returning kitten.  Seller reserves the right to take the kitten to their vet for further proof of a problem.  No other guarantees are made.  Seller is not responsible for any vet bills, or medications after the kitten is picked up.  The kitten will leave Cattery KIMIA Himalayans in good health, free from fungus, or other communicable diseases.  








8.	The reservation fee of the price of the cat/kitten (not to be less than 25% of the price) to be purchased is NON-REFUNDABLE.  It is taken in good faith.  The kitten by delivery time will have been given the age appropriate inoculations.  These inoculations are given to the kitten by the owner of Cattery KIMIA Himalayans.  Cattery KIMIA Himalayans does not inoculate for rabies unless the inoculation is for air travel, and as the kitten will always be kept indoors.  At no time is the kitten to be given any inoculation for feline leukemia a.k.a. FeLv, or for FIV, or the health guarantee is null and void.





9.	Seller makes no guarantee of the outcome of the judging of cat/kitten, should it be sold as “show quality”.  As many things go into keeping up a show kitten.  Seller believes the kitten to conform to all breed standards for its age.  Buyer agrees to show the kitten to Grand Champion status, to the best of their ability.  Buyer agrees to notify seller if Grand Champion status cannot be reached and the reasons why.





         Seller reserves the right to inspect the living conditions of the kitten at anytime by giving at least 48 hours advance notice of such a visit.  Buyer agrees that if he/she fails to respect the terms of this contract, or mistreatment in any way, i.e. poor living conditions, poor nutrition, inadequate medical care, abuse in any way, as outlined in this contract, buyer will surrender the kitten to Seller upon demand by Seller, or an agent for Seller.  Additionally, buyer agrees to pay to Seller the liquidated damage described above.  No refund will be made to buyer.








	Seller and/or buyer may modify the above conditions only on written 


agreement signed by both seller and buyer.  No verbal modifications shall be binding, nor shall modifications signed by only one party.
