LIMITATIONS OF CONTRACT��This contract applies to the original kitten and original buyer only and is nontransferable to a second party except as pertaining in paragraph 10b. No replacement kitten will be given if kitten has been bred, neutered or spayed outside of the limitations of this contract. Buyer is responsible for transportation costs to and from Seller on original and replacement kitty��

















3. SELLER'S REPRESENTATIONS��_____a)As of the date of this agreement, kitty is in good health and free of communicable diseases.��_____b)The Buyer has 72 hours in which to have kitty examined by a veterinarian and to personally inspect kitty. Buyer may return kitty to Seller for a full refund for any reason within this period, providing Buyer agrees to pay all return transportation costs to Seller.��4. BUYER'S REPRESENTATIONS��____a)Buyer is completely satisfied with and waives any and all claims regarding the kittys conformation, and outward appearance (meaning kitty meets the breed standard at this age).��5. ____a) Buyer agrees to take all measures necessary to insure that kitty is not bred, and does not have the opportunity to sire or deliver any litters.Buyer agrees that kitty will be spayed or neutered and proof of same shall be provided to Seller by the age of 12 months.





8. HEALTH/TEMPERAMENT��____a)Seller guarantees that kitty is in good health and will receive appropriate medical inoculations and care and worming at the appropriate age. Seller will provide Buyer with a medical chart detailing treatment kitty has received under Seller's care, and future care Seller feels is essential to kitty’s well being.��____b)Seller guarantees that kitty is free of life threatening diseases or disabilities (i.e., Felv., FIP, etc.) for 72 hours after delivery to Buyer. Buyer may return kitty to Seller for a full refund for any reason within this period, providing Buyer pay all return transportation costs to Seller. Seller strongly recommends that Buyer have kitty examined by a licensed veterinarian of Buyer's choice within 72 hours of receipt of kitty.�


____c)Seller strongly recommends that Buyer provide proper socialization opportunities for kitty.��____d)Seller shall not be held responsible for acts of kitty.��____e)Seller shall not be held responsible for the development of non-genetically derived disqualifying faults, diseases, or disorders.��____f)Should kitty be diagnosed with any genetically derived medical disorder which is attested to by two unassociated veterinarians, Seller will, upon provision of veterinary reports, provide Buyer with one of the following options:.��	1. Should Buyer choose to keep kitty and accept refund, Seller will refund 50% of 			purchase price. Kitty must be spayed or neutered and spay/neuter certificate must be 	provided to Seller by Buyer's veterinarian of choice before refund check will be issued* (unless 	medical condition precludes this at this time.)��	2. MAINTENANCE��____a)Buyer agrees to maintain kitty in good health, by keeping vaccinations up-to-date, feeding a quality kitten/cat food such as Nutro Natural Choice Complete Care Kitten or Adult, depending upon the age of the animal.  The kitten should receive kitten food until it is one year old.  Kitty is always to be kept indoors.   .  


�____b)Buyer further agrees to provide proper exercise as indicated in order to maintain kitty in proper weight and physical shape. A proper diet consisting .low magnesium and ash content.food shall be fed. Foods NOT to be fed include highly commercialized brands with artificial preservatives. Vitamin E is an acceptable preservative.��____c)Kitty is NEVER to be declawed.  Violation of this provision will result in Buyer paying Seller fine or damages of $3,500.00.��____d)During the life of kitty, Buyer and Seller agree to notify each other, within 90 days, of any changes in address.��____e)Buyer agrees that kitty is indoor cat and will be allowed to spend quality time in the home with family members. Kitty is sold with the understanding that it was to go to carefully selected parties and the Buyer AVOWS that kitty shall become a member of the family. (This is to assure proper development and maintenance of the temperament for which the animal was bred.)��














10. MISCELLANEOUS 





____a)If it is reported and confirmed that kitty is being abused or neglected by Purchaser, rights and ownership of kitty will automatically terminate and revert back to Seller who may immediately assume possession. Buyer agrees Seller will REPOSSESS KITTY UPON EVIDENCE OF NEGLECT AND/OR ABUSE and that Buyer will be responsible for Seller's fees and costs involved in repossession.��____b)If at any time circumstances are such that Buyer cannot keep kitty Buyer grants Seller Right of First Refusal to take possession of kitty at the original purchase price less the non-refundable deposit. Such offer of Right of First Refusal will be given to Seller in writing, via certified mail. The Seller shall have five (5) working days after receipt of written offer to exercise this option. Any transfer back to the Seller shall be accompanied with the appropriate registration papers properly endorsed by Buyer. (In the even that emergency circumstances require immediate relocation of kitty , it can be returned to Seller immediately, and Seller will thereafter handle the transfer as appropriate.)��____c)Buyer will not sell, give or otherwise transfer kitty without first giving Seller Right of First Refusal (10-b above). Under NO circumstances shall kitty be taken to an animal shelter, humane society, or released to a Rescue group.��____d)Should Buyer choose to break any of the covenants of this Agreement, the remainder of the Agreement will be considered null and void, Seller will have the right to repossess kitty and that Buyer will be liable for any costs involved in that repossession.��____e)This contract is to be interpreted by the laws of the State of South Carolina. If any provision of this document is invalid or unenforceable under applicable law, this document shall be ineffective to the extent of such invalidity only, without affecting the remaining portion.��Buyer agrees that Seller shall have the right to enforce provisions of this contract in a court of law or through alternative dispute mediation. If legal action by Seller is necessary to enforce any provision, Buyer will pay for costs and attorney fees incurred by Seller.��____f)Special Provisions:���












































LIQUIDATED DAMAGES�


____a)Seller has endeavored for many years to protect the breed and her cats from improper ownership and treatment. If Buyer breaches Right of First Refusal (10b) or otherwise improperly surrenders kitty to another party (10c), Buyer will pay liquidated damages to Seller of $3,500.00.��____b)The reputation of Seller's cattery is the result of many years of work and professional experience, and inappropriate breeding of cats damages the reputation and value of her cattery name and of other litters. If kitty has been sold as Pet quality and is to be spayed or neutered, intentional or negligent breeding of such kitty is detrimental to the breed and to Seller's cattery name.
